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ABSTRACT

The stage of youth is one of the important stages in a human’s life,
as the period of study at university is not only a stage of a person’s life
characterized by his need for services that help preparing him for the
future. Instead, this stage of life has been characterized by having some
features that make this stage of human’s life the most important for the
individual as it enables him to adapt to the rapid and simultaneous
changes he is going through to rehabilitate the youth in order to
participate in building their society and its progress and development in
various fields as they are considered the nation’s hope and the means
through which the society thrives in all its fields. The deficit that may
occur in the personality of the individual does not affect the harmony of
the individual with his environment only, but also affects the professional
and social function and causes suffering for the others from the actions
and behavior of the individuals well as the self-suffering of the individual
who suffers from disability, and to imagine the importance of
distinguishing a disabled person from other beings and other creatures,
he is described by a having a new, non-tangible perception based on his
intellectual activities and mental abilities, and through which it is possible
to achieve some of these fantasies in real life.

The aim of the research is to identify the level of psychological
disability as well as imagination among students of University of Mosul,
as well as to identify the statistically significant differences in
psychological disability and imagination among students of University of
Mosul according to the wvariables of  gender (males, females),
specialization (scientific, human), the study stage (first, fourth).The study
also aims at identifying the nature of the relationship between
psychological helplessness and imagination among Mosul University
students, as well as identifying the statistically significant differences in
the relationship between psychological helplessness and imagination
among Mosul University students according to the variable of gender
(males , females), specialization (scientific, human)and study stage (first,
fourth).

The research final sample consisted of (416) male and female
students for the academic year (2020-2021) : (208) from the scientific
specialization and (208) from the human specialization and from the first
and fourth stages and from both genders (male - female). The sample of
statistical analysis consists of (208) Male and female students which have
been chosen randomly and systematically, and in order to achieve the
objectives of the research, the researcher has prepared the psychological
disability scale after consulting previous theories and studies .The scale
consists of (6) areas, which are (selective vision, expectation of failure,
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loss of hope and inability to control the environment, loss of will, social
failure, deficit in academic performance).The researcher has conducted a
preliminary study and the scale in its initial form consists of (45) items.
The researcher has also prepared an imagination scale after reviewing
previous theories and studies and the scale consisted of (4) domains,
which are (creative, mental rotation, daydreaming, psychological
flexibility). The study consists of (35) items, and after extracting the
psychometric properties of validity, the researcher has conducted another
preliminary study for the two scales and has extracted the reliability of
the two research tools by re-testing, as well as by alpha (a) Cronbach
formula. The data have been statistically analyzed by using (SPSS)
statistics , which contains a set of statistical methods, including (one-
sample t-test, two independent samples t-test, Pearson correlation
coefficient, t-test for the significance of the correlation coefficient). The
researcher has reached at the following results:

1- It has been found that university students have psychological disability
because of the conditions they suffer from.

2 Mosul University students enjoy an appropriate level of imagination
because they have the ability to imagine.

3- There is a statistically significant correlation between psychological
helplessness and imagination among students of University of Mosul.

The recommendations of the study are summarized by:

1 Making use of foreign research and studies related to the concept of
psychological disability and translating them as the Arabic studies about
the subject are few.

2- There should be an emphasis on cooperation and working on
activating guidance programs and holding such sessions for students in
order to raise their awareness of the importance of getting rid of
psychological disability and its negative effects.

As for the suggestions of the study, the researcher suggests
conducting the following studies:
1-Psychological deficit and its relationship to psychological support
among preparatory school students.
2- Psychological disability and its relationship to future anxiety among
students of Mosul University.
3- Imagination and its relationship to moral spirit among preparatory
school students.
4- Imagination and its relationship to controlling emotions among the
students of the University of Mosul.
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
