Research Summary

The research aims to measure the level of psychological flow
among university students, and to identify the significance of the
difference in psychological flow among the research sample according to
the variable of gender (male, female) and the variable of the type of
specialization (scientific, human) and the variable of the stage (second,
fourth). The research also aimed to measure The cognitive style
(independence - dependence) on the cognitive field of university students,
and identifying the significance of the difference in the cognitive style
(independence - dependence) on the cognitive field of the research
sample according to the gender variable (male, female) and the
specialization type variable (scientific, human). And the stage variable
(second, fourth) as well as knowing the nature of the relationship between
psychological flow and cognitive style (independence - dependence) on

the cognitive field of the research sample

The research sample consisted of (812) male and female students
from the (second and fourth) stages of the faculties of the University of
Mosul, from both disciplines (scientific and human) and of both sexes
(male and female). The researcher prepared the psychological flow scale
Which consists of (58) paragraph,, Cognitive style test prepared by
(Wetken) ,the psychometric characteristics (truthfulness and reliability)
were extracted, as well as the discriminatory ability and the internal
consistency of the psychological flow paragraphs, and the data was
processed statistically by using the statistical bag( spss). Appropriate
statistical methods were used, including the t-test, Pearson's correlation

coefficient, and Cronbach's alpha coefficient.
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The following results:

1. University students have a psychological flow.

2. There are no statistically significant differences in the level of
psychological flow among university students according to the gender
variable (male - female).

3. There are differences in the level of psychological flow between
students of specialization (scientific, human) and in favor of students
of scientific specialization.

4. There are no differences in the level of psychological flow between
the second and fourth stage students.

5. University students enjoy the cognitive style, relying on the cognitive
field more than independence.

6. There are differences between males and females in the cognitive
style (independence - dependence) on the field, where males are more
dependent on the field.

7. There are differences between the second and fourth stage students in
the cognitive style (independence - dependence) on the field, where
the second stage students are more dependent on the field.

8. There is a statistically significant difference in the cognitive style
(independence - dependence) according to the specialization variable
(scientific, humanistic), where the students of the humanities
specialization are more dependent on the field.

9. There is a significant relationship between psychological flow and

cognitive  style (dependence) on the cognitive domain
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
