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Abstract

The Effect of Using Two Strategies of Active Learning on the
Development of Reading Comprehension by Second Intermediate
Female Class Students in English

The research aimed at finding the “The Effect of Using Two
Strategies of Active Learning on the Development of Reading
Comprehension by Second Intermediate Female Class Students in
English”. To achieve this objective, a major null hypothesis and three
sub-null hypotheses are formed.

The design called the design of equivalent groups with pre and
posttests is used. The research sample included (102) female students
taken from two schools intentionally selected from the Intermediate
schools in Nineveh center (semester 2013-2014).They were divided
into three groups: the first experimental group included (32) female
students taught according to Concept sort strategy in the
Al-Huriya school. The second experimental group included (36) female
students taught according to Read-Pair-Share strategy in Al-Shaymaa
school. The third control group included (34) female students taught
according to the conventional method in Al-Huriya school. So, the
researcher performed the equivalences for the three research groups in the
following variables: (age in months), intelligence test, the scores of mid-
year examination in English language (semester 2013/2014), the general
average of all subjects in mid-year examination (semester 2013/2014), the
academic level of the parents, and their scores in reading comprehension).

Depended on the English teachers to teach the three research

groups in schools.
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Prepared a tool represented by the test of reading comprehension in
English language. The tool included (19) items. The validity and
reliability of the test are achieved in addition to its discrimination power.

After finishing teaching the subjects according to the teaching
plans prepared for the three groups and at the end of school semester,
applied the instrument on the subjects of the three research groups.

After collecting data and processing them statistically by using the
One-way Analysis of Variance and Sheveyh test, the results pointed out
the following:

1. There is a statistically significant difference between the mean scores
development of the first experimental group that studied according to
the concept sort strategy and the mean scores development of the
second experimental group that studied according to read-pair-share
Strategy, and the mean scores development of the control group that
studied according to the conventional method in pre-post tests of the
reading comprehension.

2. There is a statistically significant difference between the mean scores
development of the first experimental group that studied
according to the concept sort strategy and the mean scores
development of the second experimental group that studied
according to read-pair-share strategy in pre-post tests of the
reading comprehension for the benefit of second experimental group.

3. There is a statistically significant difference between the mean scores
development of the first experimental group that studied
according to the concept sort strategy and the mean scores
development of the control group that studied according to the
conventional method in pre-post tests of the reading comprehension

for the benefit of first experimental group.
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4. There is a statistically significant difference between the mean scores
development of the second experimental group that used read-pair-
share strategy, and the mean scores development of the control group
that studied according to the conventional method in pre-post tests of
the reading comprehension for the benefit of second experimental
group.

On the basis of the results, some recommendations were put
forwards.

1- Teachers of English in intermediate schools should use active learning
strategies in their classrooms.

2- Active learning strategies should be taught as subject of English
teaching methods in Basic Education Colleges.

3- Prepare a training programme for teachers to be trained on the use of
active learning strategies.

4- Carry out a study comparing the effectiveness of active learning

strategies and differentiated learning strategies on the same current
study variable.

5- Conducting a similar study on male students.
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
