Abstract
Sounds are basic to language . A phonological study by any

language which includes the speech sounds and their features such as
phonation , articulation and combination in the syllables in addition to
their perception are basic in any phonological study .

The current study aims at exploring the phonological suggestions
in one of the well-known poems by Shawqi in which the complimented
the prophet Mohammed (peace be upon him) : the prophetic Aspirate
(Hamza) . Shawqi (died 1932) is considered the prince of poets in modern
times . He wrote this very well-known poem in (1334H/1917A.D)

The tittle of this thesis stated above is suggested to me by my

teacher and supervisor Dr. Faisal Marie Hassan , as I am the much
concerned in phonological analysis which is the basic for other linguistic
studies .
The procedure followed in this study depends mainly on inventory and
frequency of the sounds that occurred in this poem as they are
pronounced rather than their written forms . The written forms are not
considered in this study . The study follow a descriptive analytical
approach . The descriptive approach is applied in the introductory chapter
and all other chapters of the study . Descriptive here means describing th
consonant and vowel sounds by giving their features : distinctive and
non-distinctive in addition to describing syllable structures .

As regards the analytical approach , it involves a phonological
analysis of the different images of the above poem and their suggestions
or insinuation . The analysis also involved linking or connecting the
sounds to their reference meaning and the other meaning stated by the
researcher in the footnotes of the study as percentages and statistics .

The five chapters coincide with the five images of the poem . Each

chapter has two sections . The first section is concerned with the
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semantics of the image and its indication . Two other sub-sections are
included in each chapter . The first included the indications of sound
features in general . The second included the indication of features for a
selected poems of the image . From each image , 25% of the poems are
selected . For each image , poems of distinctive features are selected in
order for variation in the phonological analysis . The second sub-section
involved studying the phonology of the syllables in each image in general
. The second section involved the indication of syllables in the selected
images . Each chapter is preceded by charts and tables of the sounds and
tables and their features in each image . The chapter is followed by a
summary of the findings

As regards the references of this study , they included three types : first,
old and recent phonology books such as (Care by Mackki bin Abi Talib) ,
(From sound to text by Murad Mabrouk), (Linguistic sounds by Ibrahim
Anis) , (phonetics by Kamal Bashir) .

The second type of sours consulted in this study are the books about

Shawqi's Islamic poetry such as Mahir Fahmi's : " Shawqi's Islamic poetry

", and Religion and ethics in Shawqi's potry by Ali Najdi Naseer .
The third sources are studies that dealt with Shawqi's complimentary
poetry such as" prophetic complimentary : a thesis by Shawqi and Igbal .
