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Abstract
The research has aimed as the following:-

1-ldentification of the general level of social maturity of primary
schools pupils of displaced persons from Mosul city in
governorate of Kirkuk .

2-ldentification of the general level of aggressive behavior of
primary school pupils in the schools of Mosul city in governorate
of Kirkuk .

3-ldentify the significance of differences in the level of social
maturity of the fifth grade pupils of the sons and daughters of
working and non-working mothers .

4-ldentify the significance of the differences in the level of
aggressive behavior of students in the fifth grade of primary sons
and daughters of working mothers.

5-ldentify the significance of the correlation between social
maturity and aggressive behavior among students in the fifth
grade of primary sons and daughters of working and non-working
mothers.

Arandom sample of 232 pupils was distributed to 16 primary
schools for males and females . The researcher adopted two
tools: the social maturity scale and aggressive behavior scale .

The researcher presented the modified and revised picture of
social maturity .(Buss,) .The veracity of the two scales was
verified by presenting them to a group of experts. The stability of
the measures of social maturity and aggressive behavior was
calculated by re-testing, The statistical of the two scales was
treated . The data were statistically treated using the statistical
package for social sciences (spss). The results were as follows:-



1-The students of the research sample fell within the higher level
of social maturity .

2-That the students of the research sample fell within the
average level of aggressive behavior.

3-There is a significant difference between the four groups in
social maturity.

4-There is a significant difference between the four groups in
aggressive behavior .

5-There is an inverse relation between the social maturity and the
aggressive behavior.

In the light of the results, the researcher made some
recommendations:-

1-Direct educational and social institutions to benefit from the
current research results.

2-Benefit from the measure of social maturity that was built in
subsequent scientific studies.

3-Broadening the horizon of Iragi women's work to be more
effective in the acquisition of their children social maturity.

4-Increasing the attention of school departments to extra-
curricular activities and directing students with aggressive
behavior to participate in these activities to guide students'
energy to positive paths.

The researcher also has some suggestions for future studies:-



1-conduct a similar study to identify the relationship of social
maturity with other variables (the character of the diastolic or
introverted, the level of ambition).

2-The relationship between aggressive behavior and other
variables such as (achievement and intelligence).

3-Building a program for the development of social maturity
among primary school pupils.

4-Building an instructional program to reduce the aggressive
behavior of primary school pupils .
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
