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Abstract

This research, titled “Ta’qibat al-Isnaw1 ‘ala al-Rafi'1 wa al-Nawaw1
fi Kitab Jawahir al-Bahrayn f1 Tanaqud al-Habrayn, min Bab Sifat al-
Salah ila Kitab al-Zakah: Dirasa Usiiliyah Tatbiqiyah,” addresses the
issue of deriving principles from branches. Undoubtedly, the science of
deriving principles (takhreej) has an important status since the emergence
of the Islamic legal schools (madhahib) up to the present day. This study
is a critique of the jurisprudential issues discussed in Jawahir al-Bahrayn
by Imam al-Isnawi. The book itself critiques jurisprudential issues found
in the two most significant works in the Shafi’i school: Al-Sharh al-Kabir
by Imam al-Rafi'T and Rawdat al-Talibin by Imam al-Nawawi. Imam al-
Isnaw1 points out contradictions that he believes exist between these two
books. It is well known that both Imam al-Rafi‘'T and Imam al-Nawaw1
based their branches on principles, and this research aims to uncover
those principles in a way that clarifies the perceived contradictions that

Imam al-Isnawi identified and reconcile those views.
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
