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Abstract
The current research aims to:
1- Building the existential attendance standard for players of Nineveh football clubs .
2-1dentifying the level of Existential presence of the players of Nineveh governorate
advanced football clubs .
3- Identify the order of the dimensions of the existential attendance scale for the Nineveh
governorate advanced football clubs players .
4- Finding standard levels on the existential attendance scale for Nineveh governorate
advanced football club players.
5- Knowing the degree of sports competition anxiety among the advanced players of
Nineveh governorate football clubs.

6. ldentifying the relationship between existential presence and sports competition

anxiety among progressive football club players, Nineveh Governorate.

The researcher used the descriptive and correlative approach in the survey method for
its relevance to the nature of the research. The researcher adopted the measure of
competition anxiety prepared by Martens (1990) and translated in to Arabic by Osama
Kamel Ratib (2000).

The research sample is composed of (444) players from the progressive football clubs

players in Nineveh Governorate, who were chosen by a simple random method from the
research community and they represent (%69.70) of the research community, distributed
on the building sample of (324) which represents a percentage of (%72.963) from the
building sample Which consists of the discrimination sample of (254) players, at a rate
of (%57,207) from the building sample, the stability sample was (40) players, at a rate
of (%9) from the research sample , and the sample of exploratory experiments which



consists of (30) players , at a rate of (%6,756) from the research sample , while the
application sample reached (120) players , at the rate of ( %27.027). ).

In the light of the research results and their discussion within the limits of the sample,
the researcher concluded the following:
1. The effectiveness of the existential attendance scale for football club advanced
players in Nineveh Governorate and its ability to diagnose the existential presence when
used as a measurement method.
2. Football clubs advanced players in Nineveh Governorate have average levels
according to the existential scale.
3. Football clubs advanced players in Nineveh Governorate have positive levels,
according to the scale of sports competition anxiety.
4. There 1s an inverse moral-significance relationship between the existential presence
and the anxiety of sports competition among football clubs advanced players in Nineveh
Governorate.
In light of the researcher's conclusions, he recommends the following:
1-To make advantage of the existential attendance scale for Nineveh football clubs
advanced players, which was built by the researcher and the possibility of applying
it to conduct similar researches on other individual and collective sporting events
with other psychological variables.
2-Investing the results of the current research in preparing psychological counseling
and training programs to develop the existential presence because of its importance
in raising the Morales and reducing the state of anxiety among the players.
3-Providing financial support to the players under the umbrella of the social
responsibility of the sports clubs from a role in the positive psychological stimulation
of the players and not feeling helpless and increasing self-confidence, to preserve the
sports identity, which in turn leads to maintaining the existential presence of the
players
4-The necessity of obligating sports clubs in the foot in Nineveh Governorate to
provide mandatory mental health education through psychological support for
players and their awareness of the dangers of the current conditions and their
psychological effects through appointing a sports psychologist for each team.
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
