Abstract
Sit AL-Wozaraa lived in the Ayyubid state for a quarter of a century, and

witnessed important events in it, such as the rule of the righteous Najm al-Din
Ayyub and his wife Shajar al-Durr, and the order of his cousins from the
Ayyubids against him, the Seventh Crusade and its defeat in Mansoura, the end
of the rule of the Ayyubids and the beginning of the rule of the Mamluks led by
Shajar al-Durr, and al-Muizz Aybak Al-Turkmani, and was killed by his wife
Shajar Al-Durr, then her murder, Al-Mansur took over the rule and was isolated
by Al-Muzaffar Qutuz, the battle of Ain Jalut and the victories of the Muslims
led by the Mamluks, then the killing of Qutuz and the accession of Al-Zahir
Bayers to the throne, then the Sultanate of Al-Qalawun, which was brought to
Egypt in their time to teach Sahih Al-Bukhari The Musnad of al-Shafi’i in
Egypt’s Mamluk schools and mosques, which were large educational
institutions.

On the other hand, its era witnessed a great scientific prosperity in
Egypt and the Levant thanks to the encouragement of the sultans and Mamluk
princes for science and scholars. And the crown for the scientists who revived
science and wrote books and scientific encyclopedias.

Sitt al-Wazir bint al-Manja was educated in Damascus by her father and
Ibn al-Zubaidi. She grew up in a scholarly family who learned hadith and
jurisprudence. She became one of the best modernists of her time. She is one of
the most modernized women of her time in Sahih al-Bukhari. Arghun Shah Al-
Dodari, one of the Mamluks and leaders of Sultan Al-Nasir Muhammad bin
Qalawun, came to Egypt, so she narrated Sahih Al-Bukhari and Musnad Al-
Shafi’i in the schools and mosques of Egypt, accompanied by Al-Musnad Al-
Hajar, who is one of the great scholars who

The high chain of narrators of Sahih al-Bukhari came to them, and

countless number of students from kings, sultans, princes, judges, jurists and

hadith scholars, women and even children of hadith scholars, and for this reason
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the book of classes and translations, and historians like al-Safadi, al-Tijbi, Ibn
Taghri Bardi, and al-Dhahabi praised her most famous students and Ibn al-
Imad. Al-Hanbali, Al-Magqrizi and others.

And there is no evidence of her high position among the modernists of
her time from bringing her to teach in a country that occupied the first place in
science, which is Egypt, which was teeming with hadiths, jurists and scholars,
in an era when science was ahead of everything, which is the Mamluk era

whose scientific traces still remain until today.
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
