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Abstract

The thesis was based on an introduction, a preface, three chapters, and
then a conclusion. The preamble included: First: Defining the concept of
Badi’ and the effect of its significance in it, and second: A statement of the
position of the ancient and modern rhetoricians and their formal opinions
and the function of the Badi’ in the text, Third: an overview of the most
important previous Badi’iyyahs on the Badi’iyyah of Ibn Masum. Fourth:
The biography of Ibn Masoum. The first chapter came to study (verbal
improvements) with an introduction and five sections. The first topic
included: alliteration, while the second topic was devoted to: Citation and
implication, while the third topic came to the necessity of what is not
necessary, and the fourth topic included: Restitution of the impotence on
the chest, and the fourth topic came: the epilepsy and the effect of the
significance in it, and the fifth topic: As for the second chapter, it dealt
with: (moral improvements), and came with an entrance and five topics.
The first topic came: counterpoint and interview, the second topic included:
puns, the third topic: dealt with exaggeration, and the fourth topic:
harmony.

As for the third chapter: I explained in it (the effect of Al-Bada’i and its
significance in the construction of the poem in Ibn Masum’s poetry), and it
came with an introduction and two chapters. To study the good disposal,
and the third requirement came to study the good conclusion, and the

second topic included: studying the internal rhythm and its impact on the
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poetry of Ibn Masum, then the conclusion is crowned with the most
important results that we reached.

The research relied on the analytical study of Ibn Masum's poetry and
the statement of these innovated features by relying on the verbal and
moral improvements that worked on the statement of the innovating effect

on Ibn Ma'soum's civil poetry.
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
