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Abstract

Nifasha territory witnessed signing a peace agreement between the
Sudanese government and the popular movement of Sudan liberation in
January the ninth 2005 due to international pressures. This agreement
resulted in new constitutional and political status in Sudan which led to
the disunion of South Sudan after conducting a referendum in South
Sudan in the ninth of July 2011 and the result was in favor of the disunion
with a percentage over than (98%) as votes of the citizens with southern
origin. Of course, this yielded a new status in the region which requires to
be studied and investigated.

South of Sudan is considered a strategic depth of Sudan and it is
necessary to its national security in its different aspects, especially the
water and the food aspects. This one of the most important reflections of
the disunion from mother Sudan, as it is regarded as a loss of this depth
by Sudan in particular and to the Arab Homeland in general and this was
realized by the Zionist and the International Strategies.

Serious consequences will be incurred due to this disunion from the
mother Sudan in particular and on the neighboring countries in general.
Mother Sudan had the greater portion of these consequences on all the
joints of the state including the natural, human and economic aspects. The
human resources represent the biggest loss of Sudan headed by oil that
caused a major shock on the Sudanese economy as it lost the revenues of
oil from the Sudanese budget.

The disunion also led to a group of problems represented by the
borders between the two countries and the lands disputes, the problems of
residence in the mother country, the problems of the internal location (the
locked location) of the new state in addition to the effects of disunion in
terms of the Nile river because the South Sudan state is considered as the

country that separates the countries of water source and the countries of
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the estuary as Egypt and Sudan from the other hand. The new country

might resort, by foreign support, to use the card of water as a bargain
means with the countries that share the river valley. Also, the closed
location of South Sudan may impose extending oil pipelines through the
neighboring countries and this, in turn, represents a pressure on the new
state.

In order to reach the objective of the research, maps were attached
with the research in addition to a group of tables and various references to
get to the findings. This research aims at studying the problem of South
Sudan in accordance with the geopolitics methodologies and without a
detailed study of this problem we can not answer any question or discuss

any situation or submit any potential solution for this problem.
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
