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Summary

The researcher addresses the mentioned issues in the study,
aiming to extract their texts from dormancy and stagnation,
presenting them accurately following scientific principles and
methods to achieve the manuscripts, especially since the author's

manuscript is not printed, making it prone to loss and deterioration.

This is safeguarding the handwritten jurisprudential heritage of
scholars to serve as an incentive for interested parties, especially
students of knowledge, to care for it, take the initiative to preserve
this heritage by researching, printing, and delivering it safely to

benefit Muslims, students of Islamic sciences, and scholars from
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these valuable treasures, the result of great and blessed efforts.
One of the most important conclusions reached is that the author,
Imam Muhyiddin Al-Ajami, was one of the leading scholars of
Edirne, Turkey, in his time, a legal reference for Muslims, belonging

to the Hanafi school.
