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Abstract

My thesis was titled: Judge contributions of Abu Bakr Ibn al-Arabi
(T.: 543 AH / 1148 AD) in Andalusia, the aim of which is to reveal one
of the men of Eastern and Andalusian Islamic thought and to shed light
on the scientific contributions of this famous judge, which in turn helped
enrich the Arab Islamic Heritage Library. and served it through the ages.
It included three chapters preceded by a preface and followed by a
conclusion, appendices, and a list of sources and references. The preface
carried the title: Introducing Judge Abu Bakr bin Al-Arabi Al-Ma’afari,
and it was divided into two sections (the first topic), dealing with the
personal and social biography of Ibn Al-Arabi in terms of his name,
upbringing and the jobs he held. As for the second topic, it deals with the
scientific life of Judge Ibn al-Arabi in terms of his eastern journey and his
return to The title of the first chapter of our thesis was: The scientific
movement in Andalusia through the students and the movements of Ibn
al-Arabi. (Seville - Valencia - Cordoba - Granada - Almeria) , which was
according to chronological dates and statistical tables in order to identify
the students who are sure to meet Ibn al-Arabi and likely in these cities
with mentioning their translations. As for the (second) point, we talked
about the companions of Abu Bakr ibn al-Arabi from among his students

who adhered to his councils and were singled out for him.

As for the second chapter of this thesis, it was titled: Abu Bakr Ibn
al-Arabi’s Scientific Works. From the introductions to his printed books.
As for the (second topic) of this chapter, it was titled the most prominent
works of Abu Bakr Ibn al-Arabi, which were classified after the statistical
process that we carried out into legal works and his works in Arabic
language sciences and his works in other sciences (Trips and Walks -

Asceticism - Education).



The title of the third chapter of our thesis was these scientific
councils of Judge Abi Bakr Ibn al-Arabi, which included three sections,
(the first topic), which bore the title: Types of scientific councils, in
which we dealt with the concept of scientific councils and their
mechanisms with a talk about the etiquette of both the speaker and the
student in these councils, and from Then a statement of its types, which
were of eight types, we would have dealt with four of them and these
councils are: (hearing - reading - leave - communion), with a statement of
the councils that Ibn al-Arabi held in each of them. As for (the second
topic), of this chapter, it was entitled: Narratives of Sharia sciences (the
sciences of the Qur’an - the sciences of hadith - the sciences of
jurisprudence), in which we talked about the forensic sciences in the era
of the Almoravid state, and we also included the talk about the forensic
sciences in the centuries prior to the era of Abu Bakr ibn al-Arabi The
most prominent narratives of these centuries, in which Ibn al-Arabi held
scientific councils, and then we dealt with the most important narratives
of the era of Ibn al-Arabi himself, the majority of which were from his
writings. As for (the third topic), and the last of this chapter and the
message, it included the title of the narratives of Arabic language sciences
and literature, in which we gave a brief overview of the importance of
Arab sciences and the extent of the interest of Andalusians in them. It was

mentioned in the indexing of Ibn Khair.
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
