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Abstract
Since the fall of Constantinople (Istanbul) in the hands of the Ottoman

in1453, religious and economic factors have been pushing Russia towards the

control of the Ottoman Sea and land corridors, and thus to control the
Ottoman capital in order to secure its trade and implementation of its claims
to inherit the Byzantine Empire; sometimes by military expansion and others
via manner of international understanding. Russia announced again and again
its divisional policy to the Ottoman Empire, but every time its plans ran into
the interests of other European States. Historical books agree that the year

1492 AD witnessed the first formal relationship between Russia and the

Ottomans while Ivan III (1462-1505 AD) protested on the mistreatment that

Russian traders faced in the Ottoman territories, and thus began diplomatic
relations between both States. Our object from this study is to find out the
conflict and wars occurred between Russia and Ottoman since conquest of

Constantinople in 1453 and until 1829 AD.

Russian - Ottoman war 1828 - 1829 in the Eastern Front (Caucasus) has

been studied in this work. After Russia became a unified state, it began to
follow an Expansionary policy on the behalf of the Ottoman Empire, and
Caucasus has been one of the fundamental objectives of the policy of Russian
expansionism.

when Kaisers (Romanov dynasty) took control of the rule in the early
seventeenth century in Russia, they owned package of Russians expansion
ambitions represented in protection of Orthodox all over the world and to
control Constantinople and finally to reach to the warm waters . Caesarean
Russia managed to achieve these objectives with a series of wars against the

Ottoman Empire. For example in period between 1676- 1878 Russia,

experienced ten wars against the Ottoman Empire.
Thus Russia announced war on the Ottoman Empire at the end of April

1828 under the pretext of non-implementation of the Ottoman Empire

previous treaties items In short time, Russian troops managed to occupation
of many cities and castles in eastern fronts (Caucasus) and Western (Balkans)

during the 1828 battles, They inflicted Ottoman army huge losses, and because

of the spread of epidemic disease (cholera - a plague) among the Russian
soldiers and the approaching of winter season, military operations were

stopped from October 1828 until March 1829.
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In the 1829 spring battles broke out between the two sides and the

Ottoman Empire tried to retake areas lost during the 1828 battles, but its

attempt failed because of the Russian army continued crawling towards
strategic cities resulting in occupation the city of Erzurum in Eastern Front

and the Edirne city (August 1829) on the Western Front . The capital

(Istanbul) became threatened to fall in control of the Russian army and the
Ottoman army had suffered a bitter defeat in this war. The war ended with

Edirne Treaty signing on 14 September 1829 between both sides and Russian

terms were imposed on the Ottoman Empire. Under certain provisions of the
treaty, Ottoman Empire lost or gave up to Russia some cities and castles such
as (Anapa, Ahisca, Ahilkelek, Boti) - these cities are currently subsidiary to
Krjstan, -Georgia), as well as it was imposed on Ottoman to pay huge sums of

compensation to Russia. Finally Russia took (100,000) one hundred thousand

Armenians who were deported from their homes and allocated to them
houses On land located between Iranian State and the Ottoman Empire.

Furthermore, Caucasus went out of the Ottoman rule that encouraged other
nationalities in European subsidiaries to the Ottoman Empire by the Russians

to demand independence. Finally Russian Tsar Nicholas (1825-1855) changed

the traditional Russian policy calling for dividing the Ottoman Empire , He
decided to follow a new policy to protection the Ottoman Empire and its
property because its fall would be detrimental to the interests of Russia in the
future.
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
