In This Study, We Focused The Subject of Restriction of Freedom
Of Competition Within The Scope of Industrial Property Rights.
Industrial Property Rights Stand To Be Rights Of A Monopolistic Nature
That Enable Their Owners To Excessive Powers In Its Exploitation. But
The Fact, This Special Feature Of Industrial Property Rights Is Linked To
Intertwined Interests And Affects The Economic System of The State As
Well As The Interests of Companies, Traders And Consumers. Therefore,
if The Exploitation of These Rights Is Limited To Its Owners, This Does
Not Mean That Their Freedom To Exploit These Rights Is Unlimited, But
It Is Restricted In The Necessity of Protection of Related Interests. It Is
Not Permissible To Exploit Industrial Property Rights or To Leave Such
Exploitation When This Limits The Freedom of Competition And The
Creation of Monopolies. On This Basis, The Legislation Stipulates That
The Owners of Industrial Property Rights Are Obliged To Exploit Them.
Comparative Legislation Also Regulates This Exploitation And Defines
its Limits And Whether These Monopolistic Rights Exhaustion from The
First Exploitation or As The Jurists Call It (The First Sale).

Which Means That Monopolistic Rights Associated With Industrial
Property End Once Goods Have Been Traded By The Owner of The
Industrial Property Right Or With His Consent. In Addition to This, The
Subject Is Linked to Protect Competition And Antitrust Laws, Which
Define And Control The Monopoly Practices And Prohibit Them,
Whether These Practices Are Individual Or Collective. The Industrial
Property Rights May Used As Executive Tools for The Monopolistic
Practices of International Companies, These Practices are International

Companies Can Divide Markets, Influence Prices And Enter Into Linkage

Deals. These Companies May Also Use Other Industrial Property Rights
To Achieve Their Own Monopolistic Objectives, Such As Purchasing
Patents And Industrial Models And Then Work On Their Monopoly.

On This Basis, it is Noted That The Majority of Industrial Property
Rights Legislation as a Imposes Control Over Monopolistic Practices
Through Competent Authorities (The Council for Competition And
Antitrust Affairs), As Well As Such Legislation Ban Some Of These

Practices And Impose Sanctions On Perpetrators.
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
