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Abstract

The presence of marginal character in the modern narrative
corpus forms a social dimension culturally trying to reveal the
dimensions and implications related to intellectual and cultural systems to
that community , and perhaps the modern trend to write the story and the
novel looking for marginalized of ideas , cultures and people , so my
choice to study the marginal character in Anwar's light grass collection,
looking at the value of this literary activity in the field of care of marginal
character in Iraqi society .

And the presence of the marginalized in more than one critical
approach , drives researcher taking from several critical approaches
illustrate the concept of the marginalized and not rely on a specific
curriculum . On this basis , the presence of marginal character in Anwar
Abdul Aziz stories makes the researcher to divide his thesis to a preface
