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Abstract

The Arab tribes and clans had a great role in Arab history before
and after Islam, so this study or this research dealt with the history of the
phenomena of the Quraish, which gave birth to a number of leaders,
princes and governors who had military and administrative contributions,
as well as a number of scholars and poets who had scientific and
intellectual contributions, They also actively contributed to spreading
Islam and confirming its foundations. The choice of this topic came to
reveal the history of these ancient Arab bellies, and then highlight their
leadership role in the history of the Arabs before and after Islam,

It caught my attention that the researchers directed most of their
attention in their study on the Quraysh tribe, in particular the Quraish al-
Batah, but they did not search in depth and meticulously for the Quraish’s
phenomena despite their importance. Our study is based on a special and
independent source or study that is unique to this topic or specifically

deals with their role before and after Islam, independently and in detail.

Information on this subject was scattered and scattered in the books
of the Prophet’s biography, history, translations, classes, and genealogies,
so we had to make utmost efforts in reading and following the texts that
referred to their roles and positions before Islam and in the era of the
message, the era of the Rightly Guided Caliphate, then the era of the
Umayyad Caliphate. Until the end of the first century AH / seventh
century AD, using quantitative and statistical methodology, it was a topic
worthy of research and attention. And we have reached in this study a set
of facts and evidence, the most important of which is that Quraysh al-
Zahir consists of four bellies (clans), namely, Banu Al-Harith bin Fahr,
Banu Muhareb bin Fahr, Bani Taym Al-Adram bin Ghalib, and Banu

Aamer bin Lui, and proof of the large number of Banu Amer bin Lowe in



comparison with the stomachs of Quraysh other phenomena, and this led
to the emergence of personalities among them who have a status and role
in the pre-Islamic era, and even after the advent of Islam, such as Amr bin
Abdul Wad Al-Ameri, Abu Deeb Hisham bin Shuba, Hisham bin Amr
bin Rabia, Ibn Al-Arga, and Suhail bin Amr, and Huwaib bin Abd al-
Uzza and others, just as the stomachs of Quraysh phenomena before
Islam were marginalized by the Quraish al-Battah, and the evidence for
that is that they did not get any of the Meccan jobs, and they were as
border or desert guards of Quraish al-Battah
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
