This study dealt with the cultural contribution of Moroccan
jurists during the Almoravid era (448-451 Ah/1056-1147 AD) to learn
about the contributions of jurists in this period and the extent to which
they influenced the cultural aspects of Morocco.

He singled out the preface to talk about the geography of
Morocco and the situation of Morocco ahead of the emergence of the
al-Merabees and the historical roots of the cleats and the establishment
of the state, while the first chapter concerned the contribution of jurists
to the political and administrative aspect, and the second chapter
addressed their contributions to the social aspect by talking about their
place in society and their position on the issues of society, and devoted
chapter Il to the contribution of jurists in the economic and cultural
aspects.

The study found that the jurists in Morocco formed an active social
class that had an impact on the political, administrative, social, economic
and cultural history of the Far Morocco if they had a role in unifying the
Far Maghreb sectarianly and stopping the Christian danger and unifying
Morocco and Andalusia, and the political authority was asking its
jurisprudence about everything as they held senior positions such as the
judiciary, the boys, the Shura, etc., and the jurists occupied his privileged
place in Moroccan society and urged obedience to Morocco With great
respect helped to address many of the issues faced by society as well as
their tolerant attitude with the people of Dhimma, the jurists played an



important role in the economic aspect and some of them intervened in
various economic issues and brought together some of them between
more than one plan such as the judiciary and financial management as
the jurists emerged in many sciences such as the sciences of The Holy
Quran and modern jurisprudence and others and painted the general
features of intellectual life in Morocco and worked to spread their
doctrine throughout Morocco.
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
