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Abstract

This study aims to shed light on the impact of the agricultural
economy on intellectual security, by reviewing the importance of the
agricultural economy and intellectual security and the necessity of
their presence in society. A questionnaire was conducted among
employees of the Nineveh Agriculture Directorate to survey their
opinions on the topic.

The thesis is divided into three chapters:

The second chapter discusses the factors influencing the
agricultural economy and intellectual security.

The third chapter discusses the impact of the agricultural
economy on intellectual security in the Nineveh Governorate,
clarifying the impact of poverty and unemployment on intellectual
security. The chapter concludes with a review of the questionnaire
tools and results.

The study concludes with a conclusion that it is necessary to pay
attention to the economy in general, and the agricultural economy in
particular, because it constitutes an important part of society, and
that any imbalance in it affects other aspects of society, including
intellectual security. Furthermore, it is necessary to prioritize
intellectual security in society, as it is one of the most prominent
components of security, and any imbalance in it could expose society
to danger.
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
