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Abstract

Among the great favors that Allah, the Exalted, has bestowed upon the
Arabs is that He revealed the Noble Qur’an in their language, honoring
and elevating them above other nations. The Qur’an stands as the eternal,
perfected constitution that organizes the Islamic nation until the Day of
Resurrection.

My love for the Qur’an and my deep attachment to its recitation were the
main reasons I chose a research topic related to it. The title of the study
is: “The Conjunction of Request and Hope in the Noble Qur’an”.

This research focuses on examining the phenomenon of the conjunction
between various forms of request—such as commands, prohibitions,
interrogatives, and others—and expressions of hope, specifically through
the use of “la‘alla” (perhaps) and “‘asa” (may) in the Qur’an.

The study aims to clarify the relationship between the requesting act and
the hopeful act, as well as the significance and impact of this relationship
in divine obligations and legal rulings, so that the responsible individual
(the mukallaf) may bear the burdens of these obligations.

The research is characterized by a purely rhetorical-analytical approach,
deliberately avoiding syntactic analysis or structural relationship
exploration. This particular conjunction achieves numerous syntactic and
rhetorical effects, making it worthy of dedicated scholarly attention.

The combination of command with hope, or command with prohibition,
or interrogation with command, and so on, serves to deepen the scene,
enrich the intended meanings, reveal the true aims of the speaker, and

convey the message with striking clarity and depth.

The ultimate goal of this study is to explain the reasons behind the pairing
of various requesting acts with hopeful expressions and to uncover the

deep semantic impacts of this structural conjunction.

Through our research, we identified sixty-five instances in the Noble
Qur’an where requests are paired with hope. The study begins with an
introductory preface defining and shedding light on the topic, followed by
a prologue that clarifies the study’s title.
The research is divided into two main chapters based on the quantity of
the phenomenon

. Chapter One is titled “Single Request Conjoined with Hope”
and is divided into two sections:

. Section One: “The Conjunction of Command with Hope”

. Section Two: “The Conjunction of Prohibition,
Interrogation, and Urging with Hope™

. Chapter Two is titled “Multiple Requests Conjoined with

Hope” and is divided into three sections:

. “The Conjunction of Two Commands with Hope™

. “The Conjunction of More Than Two Commands with
Hope”

. “The Conjunction of Command and Prohibition with Hope”

The research concludes with a summary that presents the key findings

and insights reached through the study.
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
