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Abstract

The current research aimed to measure the level of emotional contagion
among students at the University of Mosul and to identify the significance of the
significant differences in emotional contagion among the research sample according
to the gender variable (majority of females), the specialization variable (scientific,
humanities), and the academic grade variable (second, fourth). It also aimed to the
current research aims to measure their academic compatibility, and to identify the
significance of the significant differences in the level of academic compatibility
among the research sample according to the gender variable (males - females) and
the academic specialization variable. (scientific, humanistic) and the academic grade
variable (second - fourth) and to know the nature of the relationship between
emotional contagion and academic compatibility in the research sample The research
sample amounted to (1000) male and female students who were selected by a
stratified random method in the colleges of the University of Mosul for the academic
year (2023-2024).

The researcher built the emotional contagion scale after reviewing previous
literature, theories, and studies. The scale consists of six domains and consists of (45)
items in its final form. The apparent validity of the research tool was verified by
presenting it to a group of specialists in the psychological educational sciences. It
was also calculated Reliability using two methods: re-test, where the value of the
Pearson correlation coefficient reached (0.832) and the Cronbach method, where the
value of the reliability coefficient reached (0.908).

To achieve the research objectives, the researcher adopted the academic
compatibility scale prepared by (Ghazi, 2022), which consists of (36) items. The
apparent validity of the research tool was verified by presenting it to experts and
specialists in the educational and psychological sciences. The discriminatory power

of the tool was also calculated, reaching the number The items of the scale in its final
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form were (36), and reliability was calculated in two ways: retesting, where the
Pearson correlation coefficient reached (0.80), and the Cron-Nbach alpha method,
where the reliability coefficient value reached (0.89).

The data was processed statistically using the Statistical Package for Science
(SPSS), where many other statistical methods were used (such as the Pearson
correlation coefficient, , the Cronbach alpha equation, the t-test for one sample, and
the t-test for two independent samples).

¢ Results
1- Mosul University students have an average level of emotional contagion.
2- There are no significant differences between the average emotional contagion
among the research sample members according to the gender and academic grade
variables.
3- There are significant differences between the average emotional contagion among
students of the specialization (scientific and humanities) in favor of the humanities.
4- University students have a good level of academic compatibility.
5- There are no significant differences between the average academic compatibility
among the research sample members according to the gender and academic grade
variables.
6- There are no significant differences between the average academic compatibility
among students of the specialization (scientific, humanities) in favor of the
scientific.
% Recommendations

1- Include educational and guidance programs provided to university students with
various training to develop rational and logical thinking
2- Pay attention to raising the level of academic compatibility among new students

because of its positive impact on their academic achievement.
