Showman ship is an old concepr that started with to remind the to
fall into the trap of pride and hypocrisy, and to remember sincerity in all
actions. doom native, as well as the Perhaps chaotic behavior is one of the
most common problems that preoccupied psychologists and educators
and entered the classifications of abnormal behavior in schools, such as:
aggression, school violence, vandalism of school furniture, failure to
comply with the orders of the school administration or teachers, poor
attention, deviation from systems, school instructions, and other such
problems. Improper practices with others, within the school environment,
from students or teachers, and it is one of the problems that occur in
schools and works to create chaos and disorder within the school
environment, and its impact may extend to the surrounding environment,
and hence the role of the school emerges as a basic determinant in the
process of modifying behavior, and directing it Towards behavior
consistent with prevailing standards and values, the current research aims:
1. Constracting a scale of Showman ship among Baghdad University
students
2. Identifying the level of love of appearance among Baghdad University
students
3. Identifying the statistically significant differences in the level of
showmanship among Baghdad University students according to the
variables (gender - specialization - class stage).
4. Identifying the level of chaotic behavior among Baghdad University
students
5. Identifying the statistically significant differences in the level of
chaotic behavior among Baghdad University students according to the
variables (gender - specialization - class stage).
6. Identifying the correlation between love of appearance and chaotic
behavior among Baghdad University students
7. Identifying the differences in the correlation between showmanship
and chaotic behavior among Baghdad University students according to
the variables (gender - specialization -class stage).

The aim of the research is to Constracting a scale of showmanship
among the students of the University of Baghdad. To identify the level of
the love of appearance and. If the research sample consisted of students
of the University of Baghdad for the academic year (2020-2021),
distributed over (24) colleges for the two specializations (humanity and
science). In line with the objectives of the research, the number of
students in the second and fourth grades are (24,626) male and female
students, distributed according to the gender variable, with (10,069) male
students making up (41%) and (14557) female students (59%) of the
research community, while the stage variable The number of students of
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the second stage are (13,320) male and female students, who constituted
(54%) of the research community, and the number of students of the
fourth stage are (11306) male and female students, who constituted (46%)
of the research community. As for the variable of specialization, the
number of students of scientific specialization were ( 15167) male and
female students constitute (62%) of the research community, and the
number of humanitarian specialization students are (9459) male and
female students, constituting 38% of the research community. To achieve
the objectives of the research, two tools were applied: the show-stopping
scale and the chaotic behavior scale. The validity of the two scales was
verified by adopting (apparent honesty, subjective honesty, and construct
validity). Statistical data using the Statistical Package for Social Sciences
(SPSS) and showed the following results :

1. The research sample from a low level of impressions.

2. There are statistically significant differences in the level of love in
appearance among Baghdad University students that are attributed to
the gender other than the sex (male/female) and in favor of meals.

3. There are no statistically significant differences in the level of love
among Baghdad University students due to the variable of
specialization (scientific / humanitarian).

4. A set of chain interactions.

5. There were no statistically significant differences in the level of chaotic
behavior among Baghdad University students due to the gender
variable (male / female).

6. There are statistically significant differences in the level of chaotic
behavior among Baghdad University students due to the variable of
specialization (scientific / humanitarian) and in favor of the
humanitarian specialization.

7. There are no statistically significant differences in the level of chaotic
behavior among Baghdad University students due to the variable of the
study stage (second / fourth).

8. There is a positive, statistically significant correlation between
appearance and chaotic behavior among Baghdad University students.
There are statistically significant differences in the correlation between
appearance and chaotic behavior among Baghdad University students
due to the gender variable (males / females) and in favor of males.

9. There are no statistically significant differences in the correlation
between showmanship and chaotic behavior among Baghdad
University students due to the variable of specialization (general /
human).

10. There are no statistically significant differences in the relationship
between showmanship and chaotic behavior among Baghdad
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University students due to the variable of the study stage (second /

fourth).
In light of the results of the research, has some recommendations: - An
appeal to educational institutions, starting from the primary stage and
ending at the university stage, to take advantage of a variable scale in the
research as well as to diagnose students and students. The chaotic work to
create a culture sufficient to love appearing on the negative side and its
impact on the life of the individual in general and the university student
in particular, through educational courses, seminars and work lessons.
Benefiting from the results of this research by researchers. Inclusion of
educational, health and educational psychology as a subject taught within
the general curriculum of all primary and middle schools. Conducting a
correlational study to identify the relationship between showmanship and
psychological well-being or the pursuit of perfectionism. Conducting an
empirical study of the effectiveness of a cognitive behavioral therapeutic
program based on the argumentation technique in reducing behavior
Anarchist. Conducting a study of showmanship and its relationship to the
four personality styles dcab .
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
