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Summary

experience in the art of hadith, and the people of penetrating understanding, such
as Ibn al-Madini, Imam Ahmad, and al-Bukhari. And Ya'qub ibn Shaybah, Abu
Hatim, Abu Zurah, al-Harauti, and Yahya al-Qattan - may God Almighty have
mercy on them all. In every era, there have been distinguished and honorable
scholars who devoted their efforts to serving the hadiths, both in terms of narration
and study, defending them with arguments and evidence, following this righteous
path, walking in the footsteps of their predecessors, and shouldering their
responsibility before God Almighty. The subject of the message is the science of
defects, which is the method of Al-Hafiz Ibn Rajab Al-Hanbali, may God have
mercy on him, in defective hadiths, a critical study in his book “Al-Takhli min Al-
Nar watery bi-Hal Aber Al-Bawar.” The thesis is divided into an introduction, two
chapters, a conclusion, a list of sources and references, and then a summary in
English.
