Through the al-Baladhuri ‘s Ansab al-Ashraf (T. 279 Ah/ 892 AD)

This study addressed the companies sent by the Prophet
Muhammad, as al-Baladhurt referred to in his book Ansab al-Ashraf
(Genealogies of the Nobles) and compared with advanced sources and
referred to subsequent sources in the footnotes, and the study was divided
into introduction, preface, three chapters, a conclusion and annexes.

The preface included the life of Al-Baladhuri in terms of his
biography, which dealt with his name, surenme, birth, Genealogy and
academic life, and his work with the Abbasid caliphs, his elders, his
disciples, his writings, and the words of historians in his book, and we
touched on the political, social and economic features of the author's era,
and we addressed the resources of the Al-Baladhurt in the writing of
companies, and we referred to his method of writing companies.

The first chapter included the companies of first year until the end
of the fourth year of immigration (1-4 Ah / 622-625 AD), while the
second chapter dealt with the companies of the sixth year until the end of
the seventh year of immigration (6-7 Ah / 627-628 AD), and the third
chapter touched on the companies of the eighth year until the eleventh
year of migration (8-11 Ah/ 629-632).

The study of the companies through the book of genealogies of the
nobles was of great importance if after this book of important books
because of its importance to historians and some have pointed out this.
