rights, and the right to Remedies, this right that may not be presented in
the traditional literature of international human rights law, just as these rights
have taken their true place in the framework of contemporary international
documents of international organizations, and these rights have begun to
be presented on a global level as collective international rights and as rights
no less important than The rights related to the environment, development
and self-determination have become widely concerned by various
international circles concerned with their organization and protection. And
the international bodies active in the fields of human rights have been
strongly defending these rights and seeking to ensure their respect,
guarantee and inadmissibility. From this standpoint, distinguished
international efforts have begun for a number of international governmental
and non—governmental organizations seeking to establish digital rights as

an international collective right that is no longer possible. Dispensing with



it or prejudice it as one of the basic rights that must be secured for
individuals and which are no less important than any other right.

There are many areas through which this type of rights is shed light,
although contemporary studies in the field of researching this right have
adopted several terms in formulating a concept that expresses it. The
human right to the Internet”, “the human right to access information
technology”, “the human right to access the virtual world” and “electronic
rights”, and other terms that a number of studies have been using, These
terms, although they differ in their meaning, in their content for those
concerned with these rights, refer to guaranteeing the human right to benefit
from the technological information revolution and his ability to benefit from
the services provided by the Internet and the virtual world, and the obligation
to prepare the basic requirements to ensure the provision of an appropriate
environment for the enjoyment of these rights, and from this standpoint |
started The actual need obliges all parties involved in guaranteeing these
rights to provide the basic requirements for their advancement and to
ensure the limitation of any means that would impede the enjoyment by
individuals of them and benefiting from the benefits they provide.
Consequently, digital rights have gained increasing attention in various legal
