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Summary

It's well-known to say that the ability of the modern poet on being
distinct and artistic creativity lies in one of its aspects in understanding to a
statement of linguistic structures which has settled in his mind, of which
cultural and knowledgeable effects that sprang from multiple resources,
therefore the poet was in a great need to comprehend Man's heritage and
understanding a great deal of culture to elaborate his vision to the
surrounding objects and to deepen his poetic vision, and the modern
literary criticism has called this recalling to the inheritances: the term
"intertextuality". Besides, the feminine poetry has gained a great deal of
importance in our modern literature after the appearance of an elite of
poetesses who could deviate from the traditional bounds that were imposed
against the creativity of woman. Hence, Al Bustani is considered to be an
imminent turn over in the modern Iraqi feminine poetry, since her poetry
has its own special taste which tempts the researcher in following his
desire, and searching for the minutes of its reference richness, and that may
be due to Al Bustani's matching between creative experience and academic
speciality, and also her position in the literary heritage and the minutes of
modernity which has left its impact on the text.

The text references have interfered together and the intertexuals have
also mixed and intermingled together inside the reference itself, that's to
say, the intertextual has come to be a mosaic from a web of recalls and
referential relations inside the one reference, and this has its own role in
gaining credibility and reality to the poetic text and the power in expressing
and deepening the poetic vision, and reinforcing the artistic forming, hence,
this has denoted Al Bustani's ability to peruse and her cultural background.
Besides, the commonness of symbolization on a wide range which has
come to be expressing Al Bustani's poetic hunches. It also seems that the
implicit intertextuality in her independence on comprehending the abstract
texts and smelting them, and then, reestablishing and reforming them in a
new linguistic formula which is considered one of the deepest kinds of
intertexuals through which appears the poetess's skill in playing upon the
old language and addressing the methods of its compositions and making it
subject to its artistic means and techniques. This language composition
carries a new intellectual content.
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
