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Abstract

Pension dispute arises from the application of the unified
retirement law No .9 of 2014 in force as amended by (retirees
cases) to form all the branches of the pension rights generated by
the individual after being retired as this department to the national

retirement body and the pensioner.

The Iraqi legislature has used a special method to resolve these
issues, as it established the "pensioners audit board" which is
legally an administrative board by virtue of its decisions and is not
subject to the Civil procedure law No .83 of 1969, which is in
force. The constitution of Iraqi is soft in 2005 as the right of
litigation and the right to appear before an independent and public
court in the conduct of its hearings the legal structure of the board
of audit of retirees cases carries with it ambiguity on the one hand
as its competence is widely mentioned , especially the nature of
pension cases and who 1s entitled to object, which may increase the
burdens of the board. On the other hand , there is insufficient legal
regulation as the law does not specify the body to which the
council is bound and it did not set certain conditions for the
submission of the petitions. It also did not take the obligatory
grievance and administrative reconciliations as two ways of

amicable settlement. which misses many of the interests of retirees.
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
