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Abstract

When analyzing and studying the commentaries on the
book "Al-Hikam Al-Ata'iyya," the distinctive style adopted by
Sheikh Abdul Majeed Al-Sharnoubi becomes clear. This style is
characterized by fluency, elegance, and rhetorical beauty, along
with a deep and focused focus on the educational dimensions
inherent in the commentary's content. This unique and
sophisticated educational approach provided a major incentive
for the researcher to move toward the features of Islamic
educational thought through Abdul Majeed Al-Sharnoubi's
vision. From this perspective, this research study, which resulted
in a scholarly dissertation titled "The Educational Thought of
Abdul Majeed Al-Sharnoubi in His Book, Explanation of Al-
Hikam Al-Ata'iyya," sheds light on the educational contributions
in Al-Sharnoubi's commentary on the wisdom, and through
systematic analysis, highlights the features of the Islamic
educational vision as expressed by this commentator. The book
"Al-Hikam Al-Ata'iyya," by its author Ibn Ata Allah Al-
Iskandari (may God have mercy on him), is considered one of
the most prominent educational works, given the profound
reformative content it contains related to the refinement of the
soul and the correction of moral behavior. The author, through
His concise, profound expressions address heart ailments and
guide souls to the stations of correct spiritual behavior, based on

the principles of Sunni Sufism, which is based on the Qur’an



and Sunnah. From this standpoint, this book is considered a high
educational reference, whose benefit 1s not limited to students of
Islamic law only, but its impact extends in particular to those
who follow the path of Sufism, as it contains precise behavioral
indications and high educational guidance that help them
progress through the stages of the path to God Almighty. Sheikh
Abdul Majeed Al-Sharnoubi is one of the most prominent
commentators who have dealt with the explanation of Al-
Atta’iyya’s wisdom through analysis and explanation. He is
distinguished by his deep and deliberate explanation, in which
great interest in the intellectual and educational dimensions
inherent in the text is evident. Al-Sharnoubi, in his treatment,
has tended to derive high educational meanings from the
wisdom, inspired in this by the approach of Imam Ibn Ata Allah
Al-Iskandari in style and expression, striving to preserve the
spirit of the original text while presenting a contemporary
educational interpretation. This unique approach has earned his
explanation widespread appreciation in scientific and
educational circles. It has established a prestigious position
among specialists and those interested in this field. Moreover,
educational thought in Islam is one of the fundamental pillars of
contemporary educational studies, especially in light of the
growing challenges facing Islamic societies in the present era,
manifested in the spread of deviant phenomena and an excessive

tendency toward fleeting pleasures and  distracting



entertainment, which distances individuals from adherence to
moral values and proper behavior. In this context, the
educational thought of Sheikh Al-Sharnoubi - may God have
mercy on him - stands out as a high-level model that presents an
integrated educational vision based on solid methodological
foundations, founded on a deep awareness of the principles of
education and its effective methods. The thesis included an
introduction and three chapters. The introduction dealt with the
definition of the two personalities, Sheikh Ibn Ata Allah Al-
Iskandari and Sheikh Abdul Majeed Al-Sharnoubi, and his
explanation of the Atta’i wisdom. The first chapter explained the
educational thought, its principles and methods, and the methods
of Islamic education, as well as the definition of Sufism and Sufi
discourse, in addition to Sufi education according to Sheikh Al-
Sharnoubi. The second chapter addressed the reform of the soul
and heart according to Sheikh Al-Sharnoubi, and the third
chapter was entitled the educational thought of Sheikh Abdul
Majeed Al-Sharnoubi in reforming behavior and improving

morals.
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
