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Abstract

Many Arab academic scholars have studied the history of the
Palestinian cause as one of the main issues facing the Arab nation in its
contemporary history. Has had a clear impact on the Arab arena, and
reached the struggle of the Arab Palestinian people from the end of the
Ottoman era to the present. Through many revolutions against colonial
domination and Zionist ambitions, but most of these studies were within
the framework of revolutionary thought, oblivious to the other side of
Palestinian activity in the face of Zionist challenges, and peaceful
political opposition exercised especially during the British Mandate from
1922 to the end of 1948, Facilitated the task of establishing a Jewish
state under the roof of historical lies and the use of force to displace the

Arab people who lived thousands of years ago in this part of the earth.

From this point we dealt with the study of the peaceful Palestinian
opposition to Zionist projects during the British Mandate years 1922-
1948 to highlight the peaceful efforts made by the Palestinian Arab
people because they did not take their right sufficiently from the Arab

studies.

In order to understand the subject of by entitled: (Peaceful
opposition to the Palestinian Arab people from the Zionist challenges
1922-1948), it may be divided into an introduction, a preface, four
chapters and an end, the title of the peaceful opposition to the Zionist
projects 1882-1922. The first chapter dealt with the study of the
Palestinian peaceful opposition to the Zionist projects 1922-1929 and
was divided into two sections. The first topic dealt with the political
organizations and their role in the peaceful opposition, while the second
topic dealt with the forms of exhibitions Palestinian peace projects
Zionism 1922-1929, addressing the people's congresses,

demonstrations, strikes, protest telegrams and delegations negotiating.




The second chapter, entitled The position of peaceful opposition by the
Arabs of Palestine against the Zionist attacks in the 1929 Buraq case
and the subsequent repercussions until 1933, through two studies,
included the first topic: the incident of Al-Buraq in 1929 between the
Zionist attacks and peaceful opposition by looking at the Palestinian
attacks Since the beginning of the study until the events of 1929, the
Al-Buraq Al-Sharif Wall has been focused on the peaceful movements
of the Palestinian Arab people from these attacks, while the second
topic continued the repercussions of the events of Al-Buraq in the

Palestinian arena until 1933.

The third chapter devoted to the role of peaceful opposition in
supporting the revolutionary movements carried out by the Palestinian
people 1933-1939, and included two articles that reviewed the first
topic of the Palestinian peaceful opposition to the Zionist attacks 1933-
1936. The second topic dealt with the role of the Palestinian peaceful
opposition in supporting the revolutionary movements to confront Zionist
projects 1936-1939.

The fourth chapter dealt with the study of peaceful opposition by
the Palestinian Arab people against the Zionist projects 1939-1948.
The first topic dealt with the peaceful Arab-Palestinian opposition
against the Zionist projects during the years of the Second World War
1939-1945. Zionism 1945-1948.
