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Abstract

This study explores key topics related to Islamic creed¢ focusing
particularly on prophethood and matters of the unseen* as presented in the
Tafsir al-Taysir* by Imam Najm al-Din Umar ibn Muhammad al-Nasafi
(may Allah have mercy on him). It draws upon his interpretations and
highlights his discussions throughout the tafsir. The study is organized into
three chapters:

Chapter One: Introductory Chapter (The Message)**

This chapter introduces the biography of the scholar and author of the
tafsir (may Allah have mercy on him)« followed by a brief overview of the
two Qur’anic surahs “Al-Nisa” and “Al-Ma’idah.” The chapter concludes by
discussing the book *Al-Taysir* and emphasizing its significance.

Chapter Two: Matters of the Unseen in Tafsir al-Taysir

This chapter consists of three sections. The first clarifies what is meant
by “matters of the unseen” (*al-sam‘iyyat*) and their various categories.
The following two sections delve into specific details concerning these
matters. The chapter closes with discussions on Paradise and Hell¢ all based
on what is found in *Tafsir al-Taysir.*

Chapter Three: Prophetic Matters in Tafsir al-Taysir

This chapter includes seven sections. It begins by defining
*prophethood* and *messengership* both linguistically and technically«
distinguishing between a prophet and a messenger. It then covers general
issues pertaining to prophethood with definitions and explanations. Two
sections are dedicated to the attributes and qualities of prophets and
messengers (peace be upon them). The fifth section discusses the signs of
prophethood and supernatural matters. The chapter concludes by
highlighting prominent prophets (peace be upon them) mentioned in the
surahs “Al-Nisa” and “Al-Ma’idah”.
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
