The Research Hypotheses:

- There are statistically significant differences between the results of the pretest
and posttest of the three research groups in the development of skill
performance of the most important offensive skills of handball for first-year
students and in favour of the posttest.

- There are statistically significant differences between the results of the pre and

post-tests of the three research groups in the development of skill achievement



of the most important offensive skills in handball for first-year students and in
favour of the post-test.

- There are statistically significant differences between the results of the post-test
of the three research groups in the cognitive achievement of the most important
offensive skills of handball for first-year students.

- There are statistically significant differences between the post-test results of the
three research groups in the development of skill performance of the most
important offensive skills of handball for first-year students.

- There are statistically significant differences between the results of the post-test
of the three research groups in the development of skill achievement of the
most important offensive skills in handball for first-year students.

The researcher used the experimental method because of its suitability for the
nature of the research and its experience, and the research community was
determined in a deliberate way from the first-year students of the Department of
Physical Education and Sport Sciences at the Faculty of Basic Education at the
University of Mosul for the academic year (Y+Y¥-Y:Y¢) (Y 2+) male and female
students, distributed in (1) classrooms, and by simple random lottery method, the
research sample was determined, which consisted of - Classroom (A) is the first
experimental group and its independent variable is the peer teaching strategy, and
Classroom (C) is the second experimental group and its independent variable is
the flexible group strategy, and Classroom (E) is the second experimental group
and its independent variable is the flexible group strategy, Classroom (E) is the
control group and its independent variable is the strategy of the subject teacher.

The researcher used the statistical package (SPSS.VY?), through which the

appropriate statistical methods were used, the most important of which were (T)

for correlated samples, one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA), and least

significant difference (LSD).

The researcher concluded the following:

-The results showed the superiority of the three research groups (experimental
and control) in the cognitive achievement test of the most important offensive
handball skills for first-year students.

-The results showed the superiority of the three research groups (experimental
and control) in the tests of skill performance of the most important offensive
skills of handball for first-year students between the results of the pre and post-
tests and in favour of the post-test.



-The results showed the superiority of the three research groups (experimental
and control) in the tests of skill achievement of the most important offensive
skills in handball for students of the first academic year.

The researcher recommended the following:

-To emphasize the use of the flexible group strategy in the cognitive achievement,
performance and skill achievement of the most important offensive skills in
handball.

-Emphasize the use of the flexible group strategy within the educational curricula
for theoretical and practical lessons to benefit from it in the cognitive
achievement, performance and skill achievement of the most important
offensive skills in handball.

The researcher suggested the following:

-To confirm the use of the flexible group strategy in other educational institutions
in order to identify the extent of its impact on the learning and development of
various sports skills.

-Conducting studies on females and for the same variables of the current study to
know its results on them.
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
