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Abstract

Endowments in Islam have received great attention and played a
major role in the progress, development and prosperity of many Islamic
cities, so there are many studies and researches that confirmed the
importance of endowments in most regions of the Arab Islamic regions
because of their great impact in changing the social, economical and
political reality in the cities in which they originate and from here we
have chosen to research the subject of (The urban endowment
constructions in Egypt in the Mamluk era 648-798 AH / 1250-1395 AD)
using the historical tracing approach that is dominated by the descriptive
explanatory side, and this approach aims to achieve a number of public
and private goals and objectives, and among the purposes what is
intended to be met in the study is to reveal the nature of urban plans for

these structures.

We touched on the study of some of the endowment structures that
preceded the era of the research study, the mention of which is considered
as a prelude to the study of the urban endowment structures. Its
construction and addressing the increases that occurred in the
urbanization of these structures in the subsequent centuries by the sultans
and benevolent people through the endowments of money and real estate

on these structures.

The thesis included three chapters, preceded by an introduction and
a preface, and ended with a conclusion, following the approach of those
who preceded us and taught us, and we learned from them and at their

hands, directly and indirectly.

The preamble in this thesis was devoted to the political situation in
Egypt during the Mamluk era, and the first chapter was devoted to Waqf
Religious Buildings, Studying Mosques and Masajids, with reference to

the most important wagqf styles and models, as well as a brief account of
the role and activities: the role of hadith, linking and khanqahat, and an

indication of the role of the function of each one.

As for the second chapter: the endowment scholarly constructions
the study of the books called “Kateeb al-Sabil” and their types, the study
of the endowment schools and their numbers, and the mention of the
endowment funds for which they were endowed, as well as the reference

to the endowment libraries, their virtues and their scientific role.

The third chapter is about Health and Social Endowment Buildings.
In this chapter, we dealt with what the Bimaristans, especially the
Mansoori Bimaristan, did and provided in terms of public, educational
and humanitarian service, as well as the follow-up of health services in
fountains and watering cans, as well as the bathrooms, which had a great

role in the health and social situation.
