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Abstract

Grammatical guidance of Quranic readings in the book “Al-Tasreeh with
the Content of Clarification by Sheikh Khalid Al-Azhari (T 905 AH).
This thesis dealt with the study of what the Sheith mentioned from the
directions and opinions about the Quranic readings that we received in his
book. So the chapters of the chapters of the thesis Varied among nowns,
verbs and tools.

This arrangement corresponded to the logical arrangement of the sections
of speech and according to the tabulation of the chapters of the book of
declaration with the content of clarification, where we made it three
chapters. The first chapter came under the title (The Grammatical
Guidance for nouns), which included four sections of the Quranic
readings in which the nouns are sometimes nominative, others. are
accusative, a third are dative and the fourth Quranic readings included in
the subsidiaries section.

As for the second chapter, it cCarried the title of grammatical guidance
for the verbs. In this chapter, the study of the directives of the Quranic
readings that were read the present tense verbs with more than one
Parsing case, that included four sections. The first topic devoted to the
Quranic! realings that were read with the nominative movement, the
second to the Quranic readings that were read with the accusative
movement, and the third to the Quranic readings that were read with the
jizm movement.

As for the third chapter, it bore the title of grammatical guidance for other
readings. This chapter included three sections.

The first section was devoted to the Quranic readings that were read
between emphasis and mitigation. And the second section of the Quranic
realings that were read between the construction of the verb and the
object.

The third one of the Quranic reachings that were read to prove the
movement and the letter for the verb and delete them and The total
numbers of Quranic readings in all the chapters of the thesis reached
seventy-three readings, distributed between thirty-seven readings for the
nouns chapter, sixteen readings for the verbs chapter, and twenty readings



for the other readings. The author's citation was not limited to the seven
or ten frequent readings, but he also cited other odd readings as well.

The views of Sheikh Al-Azhari varied in what he mentioned regaroling
these readings, as he clidnot adhere to acetain direction, but sometimes he
was in agreement with the opinions of Basrians and other times for the
Kufis, and on some topics his direction was neutral.
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
