The importance of the research comes through the emergence of one of the
scientific families in Baghdad, which is the Abu Abdullah al-Damghani
family. After the introduction of Islam to their Damghan city, its people
migrated to Baghdad because it was at that time the center of civilization and
science, and they made every effort to obtain religious and jurisprudential

sciences.

Distinguishing the judges of the Abu Abdullah al-Damghani family with
knowledge, justice, competence, integrity, and the possession of trust in the
Khilafah Foundation and the public through their active judicial role in
addition to what they were assigned to do in terms of other tasks of

administrative, political and other dimensions.
This study includes an introduction and four chapters.

As for the first chapter, it was devoted to talking about the social roots of the
family in terms of introducing the family of Abu Abdullah al-Damghani, its
home and lineage, and also included the scientific life in Damghan, and the

motives of the Damaghani scholars' journey to Baghdad.



The second chapter dealt with the political role of the scholars of the
Damghani family in Baghdad and included their relationship to the caliphate
and their political role, the political role of the scholars of the Abu Abdullah
al-Damghani family in the institutions of the judiciary, and the Damghani
family's exercise of their authority in administering the judiciary and

governance.

The third chapter included the intellectual role of the scholars of the Abu
Abdullah al-Damghani family in Baghdad, and this included their role in the
religious sciences, jurisprudence - hadith, and the relationship of Damghani
scholars with other sects.

The study is followed by a conclusion that included the most prominent
results of the study, the most important of which is the demonstration of the
efforts of the Abbasid caliphs in bringing together the prevailing Islamic
sects at that time, which is a great effort when compared with the sharp
rivalry between the Islamic sects, and the study clarified the role of scholars
of the Damghani family in assuming the administrative positions of the
Abbasid caliphs. In addition to the services provided by the scholars of the
Damghani family to the Khilafah Foundation, by attending the ceremonies
of assuming the position of caliphate, entrusting the crown to the sons of the

caliphs, and pledging allegiance to them.
