Thisstudy wasto shedlight on theinternal politicalshifts in
theHashemite Kingdom of Jordan, from the resumption ofparliamentary
lifein 1984, andaby-electionto fill  thevacant  seatsinthe
parliamentdissolvedafter a lapse ofaboutseventeen yearsbecause ofthe
[sraeli occupationof the West Bankconditions, and the end ofthe
parliamentary electionsin2003as the firstin the era ofKing Abdullah II
andthe thirdinthe framework ofone-voteone-fourth oftenvoters inthe
chronologysincethe Act of Independence, andafter a
delayforconstitutional datefor two yearsbecause oflocal
andregionalconditions.

The study was dividedintoa bootand fourchapters and a conclusion,
andhighlights the importance ofthe bootto give abrief overview ofthe
emergence ofHashemite Kingdom of Jordanand
politicaldevelopment1921-1984, and thefirst chapter dealt withthe
politicaldevelopments on theJordanian arenal984-1989in terms ofthe
resumption ofparliamentary lifeand the relationship
ofgovernmentZeidRifaiwith the
MuslimBrotherhoodandlegislationelection LawNo.
