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Abstract

staying on the marital bond is a pure damage that affects the whole
family, divorce is a realistic solution that proves the logic of the Islamic
Sharia. On this basis, the thesis entitled (The Rulings of divorce of Imam
al-Haramayn in his book Nihaya al-Matlab "The End of the Quest”) —
comparative study — has been selected. This study is divided into the
introduction, preface, three chapter, conclusion, and an appendix that
consists of the scholars’ biography, sources, and references. The preface
contains a general knowledge about the era of Imam al-Haramaym, his
personal and scientific life, and a summary about his book “The End of
the Quest”. The first chapter includes the definition of divorce, rulings,
and divisions in terms of the pronounce of divorce and its formulas. The
second chapter refers to the sections of divorce mentioning whether
these sections accord with Sharia or not, while third chapter talks about
whose divorce takes place and whose does not. After studying the
selected cases, it is revealed that Imam al- Haramaym agrees with his
doctrine in most matters and he believes that Biddat divorce is forbidden
(Haram), Sinful, and it happens, and he also believe that the only explicit
word for the occurrence of divorce is the word divorce and its
