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Abstract

The thesis dealt with the issue of the dimensions and
determinants of the foreign policy of post-conflict countries, using Iraq
as a model for a case study. The thesis aims to analyze the
developments of Iraq's foreign policy after 2003, and to identify the
factors that influence foreign decision-making in conflict-affected
countries.

The analytical and forward-looking descriptive approach represented
in the three scenarios was used. The first scene: (the linear scene, the
continuation of the status quo), while the second scene was built: (the
optimistic scene, positive change), while the third scene was shown:
(pessimism, deterioration), so the research process favored the
optimistic scene over the linear scene, and the linear scene over The
pessimistic scene, and the researcher relied on multiple sources to
collect data, including academic references and official reports. The
letter showed that Iraq's foreign policy is affected by several factors,
including history, culture, democracy, economy and security. The main
determinants of Iraq's foreign policy after the conflict are represented
in strengthening regional and international partnerships, developing
relations with neighboring countries and international organizations,
promoting trade and investment, and achieving political and security
stability.

The letter recommends that Iraq's foreign policy include promoting
inclusiveness and civil participation, achieving sustainable
development and improving the economic and social life of citizens.
The letter stresses the importance of post-conflict foreign decision-
making based on national interests, mutual respect and international
cooperation.
