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Abstract

The scholars have brought a big attention to the reading science
since the first centuries till the present one transmitting, performance,
memorizing, prosing, syntactic analyzing, and orientating. One of those
scholars, whom offered a big efforts to the Allah's Book, are Al-Kesa'ee
and narrators Ibn Jubayer and Ibn Madan. They transmitted what they
received from their teachers particularly and honestly. In spite of that
they are not famous heavily — Ibn Jubayer and Ibn Madan- that obvious
from little and humility biography about them, but the highness of the
man arises from his works, so their honesty and particularity became
clear through their transmitting and writings, so God reward them the

best reward.

The aim of the study was to show the scientific efforts that Al-
Kesa'ee and his narrators: Ibn Jubayer and Ibn Madan — Allah has mercy
on them- have done in the field of Holly Quran readings narrated from
them, document, arrange, and study them by dividing these readings on
the main topics in Holly Quran, and show the effect of the Holy Quran

readings in adding cred and philological meanings and others.

I depended on different resources in writing my theses; it could

be divided in to four types:

The first type 1s the books of readings such as "Ketab Arrawdha
fii Algera'at Alahada Ashra" for the Emam Al-Malki, "Ketab Alkamil fii



Algera'at Alashir wa Alarba'acen Alzaeda Aleiha" for the Emam Al-
Hadhali, "Ketab Almustaneer fii Alqgera'at Alashir" for the Emam Ibn
Sewar, "Ketab Alkefayia Alkubra fii Algera'at Alashir" for the Emam
Abi Al-Ez Al-Qalansi, and the book "Ghayat Al-Ekhtesar fii Algera'at

Alashir Aemmat Al-Amsar" for the Emam.

The second type is the books of orientating the readings such as
"Al-Kashef an Wujuh Al-Qera'at" for Maki Ibn Abe Taleb, and the
books of Al-Hujaj fii Algera'at wa Allaluha, etc.

The third one is the books of interpretations especially those
concerned in orientating the Holy Quran Readings such as "Djame'u Al-
Bayan" for Al-Tabari, "Al-Kashaf" for Al-Zamakhshari, "Mafateih Al-
Ghayb" for Al-Razi, "Roh Al-Ma'ani" for Al-Alusi, "At-Tahrir wa
Attanweer" for Ibn Aashur, and others from the books of interpretations

will mention through the research.

The last one is the linguistic dictionaries such as "Almufradatu fii
Ghareeb Algera'a" for Al-Raghib Al-Esfahani, and "Mu'jam Maqaayees
All-Lugha" for Ibn Faris.
