Abstract

The problems of international succession have had a high standing
within the general international law literature, and the controversial
aspects have increased incessantly within the jurisprudence, judiciary and
international conduct to cape with these problems beside continuous
development in conditions of the international community that may
embodied in emergence of new states and the disappearance of the others
and the complication of international relations in their political,
economic, and social aspects.

With these developments, the principles of international law
regarding succession questions and settling its disputes also have
developed by states in what are concluded through conventional
principles to approach the problems of succession in the field of treaties
debts, properties, documents, the legal system and the membership in
international bodies, border problems and the like of which contributed to
secure the legal rules for concerned parties to solve these difficulties.

However, these conflicts constitute grave challenges for international
community due to its specialty and complexity from one hand and its
impact on various international interests from the other.

The development course of international succession in international
law has passed through substantial phases each of which exposing its own
characteristics. After such subjects were organized on the basis of
conventional principles that bring in to being problems for proving and
explaining them, they have became today ruled by contractual and legal
treaties. There 1s another development as to succession dispute,
previously international community used current and temporal solutions
that were mostly contradictory about drawn up rules for similar, that is
today the proposed rules have become much more organized and precise
for dealing with such problems.

It is obvious that the international organization was behind the
progress process through important treatments within disputation settling
and drafting the lawful principles for it, simultaneously the experience of
international judiciary proved more power and capability to confront
succession problems and to settle part of them that are compatible with its
nature and that of disputed subjects of succession.
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By virtue of what is mentioned, the means used to settle these
disputes have become diverse in conventional, judicial, or through the
intervention of different international organizations. The impact of each
of these varied according to the variation of conditions and the
surrounding circumstances and their causes, so the international
community took hold of much more experiences in dealing with and
engaging these means in such a manner that matching with the interests
of disputing parties to get effective and definitive solutions.

The succession problems leave the door opened for the states to
search for means that are more and more perfected and accurate in
expression of what is needed by the states during the future of
development, growth, the vanishing of come, the partition of the other,
and so forth of different changes forms that may happen.

In the course of that, there is a question : will the international law
principles regarding the succession stay as they are or the will develop in
a form that may be called as the law of international succession ?, that
could represent the mixing of the international convention principles with
agreements, judicial creation, jurisprudential hard work, and with all real
components of internation law system.
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
