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Abstract
The diversity of needs and increasing demands of life dropped a high
pressure on human and caused several problems to him. So, the emotional
stimulation and emotional management became an inevitable case the
human face and expose them in his life whatever his pattern of life and
the way practice in order to achieve his goals. The problem of our
research comprise the response about the relationship extent between (the
cognitive style of tolerance, non-tolerances of ambiguity, and emotional
management).
The study aim at:
1- The level of the cognitive style of tolerance, non-tolerances of
ambiguity at the sample as a whole.
2- The level differences in cognitive style, tolerance, non-tolerances of
ambiguity depended upon the variables:
a- The gender (male - female).
b- The class (the second and the fourth classes).
c- The specialty (science- humanity).
3- The level of emotional management to the whole sample.
4- The level of differences in emotional management depended upon the
variables:
a- The gender (male - female).
b- The class (the second and the fourth classes).
c- The specialty (science- humanity).
5- The level of relationship among the cognitive style and emotional
management to the whole sample.
6- The level of relationship among the cognitive style and emotional

management to the sample depended of the research variables.



We have formulated some of hypotheses to achieve the research aims.

In order to achieve the aims we have selected a sample comprised
from (263) students male and female distributing as (125) once from the
science departments and (138) once from the humanity departments in
random and division of classes from the Education College of Humanities
and Pure Sciences at the academic year 2016/ 2017. Whatever, the tow
researchers designed two research tools; the measure of cognitive style of
tolerance, non-tolerances of ambiguity comprised from (47) articles, it
has accounted the credibility and stability to the measurement and it is
corrected by the scale of the scores is sevenfold (1-7), the highest score
from the measurement is (329), the lower one is (47), and the average is
(188) score.

As for the scale of emotional management, the researchers have
depended the scale of (Al-Ma'mury 2008) comprised from (47) articles.
The researcher has got the explicit credibility and deleted (10) articles.
Moreover, when I have accounted the discrimination I deleted two
articles to became the last number of articles (35) once. The scale is
corrected by Pentecostal scale and the scores are from (5-1), the high
scores are (175), the low once are (35), and the virtual average is (105).
The data managed statically by the Statistical pouch of Social Sciences
(SPSS). Then, the results as the following:

1- The persons of the sample have the cognitive style of tolerance- non-
tolerance of ambiguity as above average level.

2- There are no differences of statistical function in the cognitive style of
tolerance- non- tolerance of ambiguity by the gender.

a- There are differences of statistical function in the cognitive style of
tolerance- non- tolerance of ambiguity by the class towards the fourth

class.



b- There are differences of statistical function in the cognitive style of
tolerance- non- tolerance of ambiguity in specialty towards the humanity.
3- The persons of the sample have a good level of emotional
management.

4- There are no differences of statistical function in the emotional
management to the variable of the gender.

a- There are differences of statistical function in the emotional
management to the variable of the specialty.

b- There are differences of statistical function in the emotional
management to the variable of the class.

5- There is a relationship of statistical function among the cognitive style
and the emotional management.

6- There is a relationship of statistical function among the cognitive style
and emotional management to the sample depended on the variables of
gender, specialty, and the class except the female students in second
class.

The researcher has suggested some of the recommendations:

1- It should pay attention to the cognitive methods and include them
throughout the academic textbooks depended on what the students have
the characters and styles.

2- Training the students on the emotional management through the
textbooks or the programs and the courses.

The researcher has some suggests:

1- Set an experimental study to modify the cognitive style of tolerance,
non-tolerance of ambiguity for the students of the university.

2- Set an experimental study to developing the emotional management to

the students.
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
