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Study summary

(The Impact of dramatizing the curriculum in developing some cognitive abilities of
kindergarten children)

The current research aims to identify:

(What is the Impact of dramatizing the curriculum in developing some cognitive
abilities of kindergarten children) The researcher has formulated the following two
hypotheses:

1. There is no statistically significant difference at the function level (0.05) between
the average scores of the children of the experimental group who learned the
curriculum dramatization strategy and the average scores of the children of the
control group who learned the usual way in the post test of cognitive abilities.

2. There is no statistically significant difference at the function level (0.05) between
the average scores of the children of the experimental group and the average scores
of the same group in the pre and post test of cognitive abilities.

The research was limited to kindergartens children in the preparatory stage of (5-6)
years in the center of Nineveh Governorate for the academic year (2021-2022). The
researcher used the experimental design with two groups (experimental and control)
and two tests (pre and post). The researcher intentionally chose a kindergartens
(competencies) to represent her children in the two research groups, where the
research sample amounted to (40) boys and girls, with (20) boys and girls for the
control group and (20) boys and girls for the experimental group.

The researcher rewarded the children of the two groups with the following variables:
1. gender .
2. Chronological age of children in months . Supplement number (6)

3. The educational level of the fathers .
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4-. The educational level of the mothers.
5. The pre-test scores of some cognitive abilities. Supplement number (7)

After the researcher was briefed on the kindergarten curriculum in the introductory
stage prepared by the Ministry of Education, and to implement the research
experiment, the researcher prepared educational plans of (16) plans, including (8)
plans according to the traditional method of the control group, and (8) plans
according to a strategy Dramatizing the curriculum for the experimental group. After
presenting a sample of the plans to the arbitrators, the two groups were taught in their
light and according to their content.

In order to achieve the goal of the research and due to the lack of a suitable tool, the
researcher prepared a scale to measure some cognitive abilities represented by
(memory, verbal fluency, conceptual assembly, antonyms, counting and
classification), and it is in its final form of four tests and the total of its paragraphs
was (26) items. And for the purpose of verifying its validity, the researcher presented
the tool to a group of arbitrators to identify its apparent validity, then applied it to a
survey sample to find out its suitability and clarity of its meanings. The
discriminative power of the vertebrae was extracted using the t-test.

The researcher applied a tool to measure (some cognitive abilities) beforehand on the
children of the two groups (experimental and control), and the application period
lasted two months with the aim of identifying the extent of the growth of cognitive
abilities of kindergartens children during the application of the experiment.

After processing the data statistically, the study came to the following results:

1. There is a statistically significant difference between the average scores of the
children of the experimental group and the average scores of the same group in the
pre and post test of cognitive abilities.

2. There is a statistically significant difference between the average scores of the
children of the experimental group and the average scores of the same group in the
pre and post test of cognitive abilities.

In light of these results, the researcher recommended several recommendations, the
most important of which was the necessity of using the curriculum dramatization
strategy on larger samples and on other educational stages, such as the primary
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classes, as this study proved effective in developing the cognitive abilities of
kindergartens children. Several proposals were also presented, the most prominent of
which was conducting a study on cognitive abilities and their relationship to different
variables such as the gender variable (male, female).
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
