The dissertation is based on an introduction and a preamble. As in the preface, we
talked about the problems with the term ( Narratology) in Western and Arab cultures as
well as how it came to be and how to read and use it, passing through the elements of its
formation and standing at the focus of approving and adopting the term.

The first chapter included the elements of the forming of Narratology (time, place, and
vision). The first topic examined the formats, arrangements, and acceleration of
narrative time, addressing through it the foundations of each division of it. This is done
by looking at:

1. Time formats (concurrent/overlapping/parallel/circular).

2. The chronological order ended at (retrieval/anticipation), while time accelerated
along two axes (brief /summary/omission or inclusion).

Chapter two is about the narrative place, which is made wup of
(description/geography/spatial structure). The description was broken down into
simple/complex, taxonomic/expressive, objective and subjective, and the geography
was made up of public/private, natural, industrial, open, and closed places. The
composition of the place was made up of the domestic place, the hostile place, the
historical place, the immediate place, the historical place, the cosmic place, and the
drama place. And because vision is the main complementary axis of the elements of
space, it has been divided into: (vision at the level of time _ natural time in terms of _
historical time _ cosmic time, and psychological time and vision at the level of space in
terms of cinematic vision; partial vision, scenic vision, holistic vision, and plastic
vision; horizontal vision and vertical vision; whole-to-part vision, part-to-whole view,
vision at the level of characters and events in space-time; rearview, shared vision, and
outward vision).

In order to identify the nutrients of this visionary, the way it operates, and the form in
which it was manifested, we chose the second chapter to be the reference for the
narrative space and its technologies. The first topic was (the references of the narrative
space) in terms of (memory/identity/ideology) according to the level of first (memory);
individual memory, childhood, youth, and collective memory; secondly, identity;
human identity, spatial identity, and ideology: general human thought and private

(local) human thought. The second topic was concerned with narrative space
technologies in terms of (thresholds, biography, and mental space): the first topic came
to the thresholds of narrative space, title, biographical title, the reference title, the cover,
and the initiation: the descriptive initiation, the dialogic initiation, the narrative
initiation, and the spectacle/questioning initiation. The second topic was devoted to
studying biographical space in terms of childhood, youth, and old age, and the third
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
