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Abstract

The present research aimed to measure the level of social intelligence
of lecturers at University of Mosul in general, as well as to measure their
level of creative teaching practices in general too. Also, it aimed to find
the relationship between social intelligence and creative teaching
practices of lecturers at University of Mosul also in general. To dig
deeper, different variables were studied, viz. the differences between the
relationship between social intelligence and creative teaching practices of
lecturers at University of Mosul according to the gender variable; the
differences between social intelligence and creative teaching practices of
lecturers at University of Mosul according to the scientific specialization
variable; and also to identify the differences of the relationship between
social intelligence and creative teaching practices of university lecturers

at University of Mosul according to the variable of academic title.

The research sample consisted of 300 lecturers of different genders,
1.e. males and females. They were selected randomly by using stratified
sampling method. The sample constituted approximately 70% of the total
research population for the academic year 2017-2018. To achieve the
goals of the research, the researcher constructed a research instrument
designed to measure social intelligence of lecturers at University of
Mosul. The instrument was constructed after reviewing different related
literature, as well as piloting it to 18 male and female lecturers. The first
version of the scale consisted of 92 items. Then, the psychometric
features, i.e. validity, reliability, and discrimination power of items were
secured. Different validity types were secured like, face, construct,
logical and internal validity. Statistical analysis of the items was
conducting to extract their discrimination power after administrating the
scale to a sample of 460 lecturers, males and females. Twenty items
failed to have the discrimination power and then excluded. Thus, the
scale in its final version became 72 items. To secure its reliability, test-
retest method was employed and applied on a sample of 30 lecturers,

males and females. The correlation calculated was 0.81; the creative
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teaching practices was 0.87. As for the second instrument, the researcher

adopted a scale prepared by Aswad (2004) to measure creative teaching

practices. All data was treated statistically by using the appropriate

statistical techniques.

The following results were found:

1.

Lecturers at University of Mosul had high level of social
intelligence.

. Lecturers at University of Mosul had high level of creative

teaching practices

There was statistically significant difference between social
intelligence and creative teaching practices in the research sample
in general.

There was no statistically significant difference between social
intelligence and creative teaching practices in the research sample
according to gender variable.

There was statistically significant difference between social
intelligence and creative teaching practices in the research sample
according to the scientific specialization and in favor of the
humanities specializations.

There was no statistically significant difference between social
intelligence and creative teaching practices in the research sample

according to the academic title variable.

In the light of the results, a number of recommendations and

suggestions may be given:
