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Abstract

I was keen to follow the method of extrapolating poetic texts and
monitoring them in Al-Abbas’s poetry and adopting the integrative
approach from analyzing poetic texts.

The curriculum was divided into a preamble, two chapters and a
conclusion.

As for the introduction, the championship has a definition of
language and terminology and provided a definition for the championship
in the language using old Arabic linguistic dictionaries and follows the
development of the concept of heroism in international literature and the
concept of heroism in the old philosophical perspective, and the concept
of heroism in Islam and then we presented the concept of heroism in the
philosophical perspective of the Arabs, and the concept of heroism from
the perspective Modern philosophical and features of the biography of
Abbas bin Merdas Al-Salami in ignorance and Islam.

The first chapter revolves around the appearances of heroism with
the poet in ignorance, and is divided into the purposes of pride, satire, and
lamentation. In the second topic, manifestations of heroism with Abbas in
the Islamic era were in the two objectives, collective pride and praise.

As for the second chapter, which came under the title of the
elements of the championship, it included in the first topic the subjective
elements and is divided into equestrian, works, wisdom and courage and
in the second topic it is limited to the objective elements and includes the
Persians and weapons of all kinds, which he mentioned in his poetry
according to the importance and most mentioned: the sword and the spear
and then the arrow.

Among the books on which he relied in his lifetime are the book
of songs by Abi Faraj Al-Isfahani, and in the championship, the
championship in Arabic poetry by Dr. Shawky Deif, and equestrian in
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pre-Islamic poetry by Dr. Nuri Hamoudi Al-Qaisi, and the heroism in
Arabic poetry before Islam by Dr. Moayad Al-Yuzbaki, and the book of
Abbas bin Merdas Al-Salami, a poet of pride And the enthusiasm of
Ahmed Hassan Bebeh.

My research ended with a conclusion that reached the most
