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Abstract

Praise be to Allah, Lord of the Worlds, and prayers and peace be upon
those who called for intimacy and love among Muslims, His servant,
prophet and messenger Muhammad (peace be upon him), the most
eloquent of all people to speak the Arabic letter “Dad”. And after that:

Arabic linguists, both ancient and modern, have been concerned with
explaining Ibn Malik’s Alfiyyah because of its profound impact on the
souls of teachers and learners. They have addressed it with explanations
that suit their era and time, in terms of following different educational
approaches in presenting and explaining it. So we have taken the previous
efforts as a beacon to study and compare two modern explanations,
selecting two groups of prevalent explanations among modern scholars,
The first group consists of explanations derived from audio recordings,
represented by Sheikh Ali bin Muhammad Al-Zamil’s explanation,and the
second group consists of printed explanations, represented by Professor Dr.
Subaih bin Hamoud Al-Tamimi’s explanation of Ibn Malik’s Alfiyyah.
Because the explanations of Al-Zamil and Al-Tamimi are distinguished by
methodological features that we did not find collectively in others, and thus
a model for knowing the general method of the commentators, the
principles of grammatical thinking, and grammatical thinking in the
explanations of the modernists in general, this formed the basis of our
research titled “The Explanations of Al-Zamil and Al-Tamimi on Ibn
Malik’s Alfiyyah — A Comparative Study.”

The nature of the subject required that the study be divided into: an
introduction, a preface, and three chapters. The introduction discusses the
reasons for choosing the two explainers and a general outline of the study
plan. The preface is divided into two sections: the first section, titled “On
the Explainers Al-Zamil and Al-Tamimi,” in which we mentioned a
detailed biography of the explainers’ lives, focusing on their scientific
background in terms of their writings, intellectual and cognitive influence.
The second section was entitled “ old and modern explanations of the
Alfiyyah” providing a comprehensive statistic of the books explaining the
Alfiyyah, focusing on the printed ones that explicitly state in their titles
that they explain the Alfiyyah.
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As for the chapters, the first chapter was entitled “The Methodology
of the Commentators in Presenting the Scientific Material.” We divided it
into three topics: general methodological features of the commentators, the
grammatical sources of the explainers, and the comments of the explainers
on the Alfiyyah. The second chapter, titled “The Principles of Grammatical
Thinking of the Explainers,” is divided into three topics: hearing, analogy,
and consensus and origins. The third and final chapter, titled “Grammatical
Thinking of the Explainers,” is also divided into three topics: the agent,
reasoning, and grammatical disagreement among the explainers.

As for the conclusion, we summarized in it the most prominent results
and observations that we reached in the thesis along with a number of
recommendations.
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
