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Abstract

The problem of the emergence and the development of state concept
and transforming it from personal state to state of institutions is
considered as one of the most important problem which imposes itself
strongly when theorizing state issue. Because the concept of state and its
development historically, ideologically and practicing implies lots of
vagueness and confusion the matter which extended to endless number of
fundamentals that a state is built on. The confusion occurs in the relation
between the individual and the state and there was no obvious
differentiation between them, and there was no differentiation between
the state and the personality of the ruler. And for the sake of gaining the
legal legitimacy in ruling process; this differentiation and divergence
must be present which is a necessary remark of the legal state remarks
which all its features were crystalized in the beginning of the 17th century
and founded its basis along with the foundation of the modern state (the
legal institutional state).

There is no attempt in the history of human race more critical and
more important that differentiating between the individual and the state
on the one hand and the society and the state on the other. Each one of
them has his own independent personality.

Based on what is mentioned above, the current study, which is
divided into five chapters, deals with the most important subjects
concerning state in the course of its emergence and the development of
the concept of state entitled as : from the personal state to the institutional
state; a comparative constitutional study in the emergence and the
development of the concept of state. The first chapter dealt with defining
state and the theories of its evolution, its bases, the beginning of its
evolution the origin of the evolution and the most important theories and
ideas which were said about the evolution of state. This chapter included
four sections; the first deals with defining state in terminology and
language, the second talks about the basics of state. The third talks about
exposing the evolution of the state and the fourth deals with the



theoretical rooting of state and the ideological doctrines which were said
about the evolution of state, all are dealt with in four sections.

The second chapter entitled: the evolution of state and the
development of its concept in some countries of the old ages. In this
chapter various eras are dealt with in which the state emerged, the forms
of ruling and the limits of authority in addition to studying the social and
political life in these countries and the development of the concept of
state, all are dealt with if four subsections. The first subsection talks about
the origin and the development of state in ancient Iraq. The second talks
about exposing the evolution of state and the development of its concept
in ancient Egypt. The third entitled as: the evolution and development of
state in Greece. The fourth talks about the evolution and the development
of state for the Romans.

As for the third chapter which is entitled as: the evolution and
development of state in the Islamic Era. The chapter deals with this
subject by studying and analyzing the state before Islam and the most
important states and micro states that appeared in the Arabian island and
its boarders. Then after the appearance of Islam and the evolution of the
Islamic state during The Prophet Time and the continuance of this state
during the period of the rightly-Guided Califs and the period that
followed them through studying the most important historical periods of
that time, and the development of state concept during that era of the
Islamic State lifetime.

This chapter is divided into three sections; the first deals with the
origin of state and the development of state concept before the
appearance of Islam, while the second one talks about the evolution of the
Islamic State. As for the third section it exposes the notion of Caliphate.

The fourth chapter entitled: the evolution of state and the
development of its concept in middle ages and modern era, the
development of state in Europe in the middle ages after the deterioration
of The Roman empire and dividing this empire into a number of countries
the most important of which are England and France. Here we treat the
concept of state in these two era, then we expose the appearance of feudal
system. All that are exposed in three subsections. The first talks about the
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history of states in the European middle ages, the second talks about
exposing the concept of state in the European middle ages and the third
talks about the feudal system in the European middle.

In addition to what is mentioned above; this chapter studies the
evolution of modern state and the development of its concept. We shed
the light in the sections of this chapter on the origin and the development
of modern state concept and its characteristics from several aspects, most
important of which is Renaissance and the evolution of modern state.
Then we talk about the nature of modern state, the stages that the function
of state passed through and its transformation from the guardian state to
intervening state.

In the current study we expose the transformation of the concept of
the personal state to institutional state by transforming the personal
authority to institutions authority where the rulers are only employees
work for the good of the people, and when the leave their positions the
state stays firm and doesn’t vanish when they are out of power.

As for the fifth and last chapter of the current study; it is entitled:
the development of power systems in modern state. It talks about the
applying aspect of modern state through studying power system from the
applying constitutional point of view which appears in various types in
the most important countries who believed in these types that are
considered a prototype of the modern state. All are discussed in four
subsections. The first deals with studying and analyzing the development
of the constitutional system in the United Kingdom, and the evolution of
the parliamentarian system in it. As for the second subsection; it studies
the semi presidential system in France. The third treats the presidential
system in the US, while the last one pays attention to the system of
parliament assembly.
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
