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Abstract :

The Kingdom of Saudi Arabia has contributed significantly to enhancing
security and stability in the region, as well as promoting economic
cooperation and social development. Moreover, it has adopted significant
roles and positions in supporting the causes of Arab and Islamic nations
and working towards achieving peace and stability in the Arab Gulf, the
Middle East, and other Arab and Islamic countries. The Kingdom played a
vital and influential role in forging Gulf unity, leading to the establishment of
the Gulf Cooperation Council (GCC). Its efforts were focused on reinforcing
cooperation and solidarity among the GCC member states, as well as
fostering economic stability in the region. The following conclusions can be
drawn from these efforts:

1-Saudi Arabia played a crucial role in guiding the Arab Gulf states in
the 1960s and 1970s, bridging the political vacuum that followed the
British withdrawal. Many of the other Gulf countries were either not fully
independent or newly established, and Saudi Arabia stepped in to
provide much—needed leadership and stability.

2-The Kingdom supported the concept of Gulf unity even before the
establishment of the GCC, as a means to protect the region from
external ambitions. Despite the close Saudi-American ties during that
period, the Kingdom sought to exploit this relationship to achieve
independent Gulf unity.

3-Shared social, economic, political, and religious factors among the
Gulf Arab countries played a significant role in facilitating the process of
Gulf cooperation and unity.

4-Since the declaration of the GCC's establishment, Saudi Arabia has
been an unwavering supporter of the Council, working towards uniting

the Gulf house and participating in any joint effort within its framework.
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
