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Abstract 

 

Background: Surgery is the branch of medicine that deals with 

the physical manipulation of a bodily structure to diagnose, 

prevent, or cure an ailment. Because surgery is the main procedure 

responsible for surgical infection, provide immediate, transformative 

treatment for many conditions and major source of avoidable 

morbidity and mortality, so improvement can be achieved by 

implementing of the surgical safety checklist.  

Objective: To evaluate of operation surgical safety and nursing 

compliance at Mosul teaching hospitals and to assess using of 

(WHO) surgical safety checklist at Mosul teaching hospitals 

Methods: The current study adopted a descriptive study design to 

accomplish the objectives of the study for the period from the 20th 

March 2022 until the 6st December 2022. The study is comprised of 

105 operation theater nurses included in this study. (WHO) surgical 

safety checklist used to accomplished the study.  

Results showed that most of the study participants were male with an 

age mean of 36.7 years old, 8.5 years of experience in operation 

theater, they had 

working in Al-Jumhory teaching hospital of Mosul city and the 

overall mean of SIGN-IN: Upon arrival of the patient in the OR 

theater, before induction of anesthesia was 10.11, TIME OUT: Before 

skin incision was 8.43, and SIGN-OUT: Before patient leaves the 

operating room was 7.23. 

Conclusions and recommendations: The study conclude that rarely 

all patients exposed to a (WHO) surgical safety checklist 

experience better postoperative outcomes, but this could simply 
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reflect wider quality of care in hospitals where checklist use is 

routine. The study recommends to Implementation and application of 

the list of the World Health Organization for all operating theaters to 

reduce surgical errors in addition to prevent post-surgical 

complications. 
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
