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Abstract:

The kingdom of Bani Al-Ahmar occupied a large part of the
Islamic history in Andalusia. Their rule lasted more than two and a half
centuries (635-897 / 1238-1492). This kingdom was the last Muslim
stronghold in Andalusia and represented the shelter and refuge for all the
Andalusians who were forced To leave their cities when the Christians
seized them.

The kingdom of Granada lived under difficult political
conditions, which sometimes led to instability, because of the rivalry
among Bani Al-Ahmar to get to power. They often ended in
assassinations of cach other, but assassinations included ministers,
headscarves, judges and others. So, the study tried to limit the cases of
political assassinations that have passed that kingdom and its causes and
consequences.

The reason behind choosing this subject, although it is difficult is
to give a more accurate picture of the political assassinations that took
place in the era of the Bani Al-Ahmar kingdom, and the accompanying
results and negative effects hastened the end of the Islamic presence in
Andalusia, one of the topics not covered by the sources and historical
references directly and specifically as well as Researchers and interested
in the history of Andalusia, especially the era of the Kingdom of Granada
only partially or cross-references when talking about the political
situation of the Kingdom of Granada during the rule of Bani Al-Ahmar.
