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Abstract
The present study aims at investigating the Effect of Task-Based

Approach on the achievement of Fifth- primary class pupils and
Enhancing their attitudes Towards learning English. In the light of the
aim, two null hypotheses are posed .Also, six sub-hypotheses are derived
from the first and second hypothesis.To examine the validity of these
hypotheses, a sample has been chosen from the fifth primary class pupils

of Al-Jamaa Primary School for males and females in the city of Mosul

The sample consisted of 100 pupils distributed equally into four
groups .Each group consisted of 25 pupils . The experimental groups
received the treatment in the form of TBA ,whereas the control groups
were taught by the prescribed method. Equating procedures are used to
equalize the four groups in terms of age, intelligence test, pupils
achievement in English in mid—year examination, pupils’ achievement
for the preceding year , participants' scores in the pre-test of attitudes

scale ; and parents educational attainment .

The researcher has prepared the main requirements of the study,
specifying the teaching materials which consisted of nine units ,
formulated the behavioural objectives and prepared the daily lesson plan
following two methods of teaching ; viz. the designated TBA and the
prescribed method. The researcher designed a test to test pupil's
achievement and an attitude scale to measure their attitude towards
learning English.

The experiment started on February 18" 2014 and ended on April 22"
2014 .Many statistical means have been utilized in the present study such
as T test, ANOVA one way test and ANOVA two ways test and Pearson

Coefficient Correlation .
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
