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Abstract

After studying the notion of the denied Hadith for Al-Ukaili
(Mercy of Allah be upon him) in his book "Al-Thu'fa' Al-Kabeer", the
following results appeared:

The Denied Hadith in Al-Imam Al-Ukaili book is used to cover
different freeing and it cannot be restricted to one narration.

The present study succeeded in identifying AL-Ukaili procedure in
using the Denied Hadith in that it dealt with all its linguistic usages in
detail through the critical study.

Also the study showed that those who defined the doubtful as being
I contrast to the weak for the sake of the better have only defined it
partially, and that it is a comprehensive term that covers both, as it was
mentioned in the introduction.

Al-Ukaili used the term the Denied along with its different
linguistic senses more than 147 times when he judges the narrator and the
narrated texts.

Al-Ukaili adopted to judge the narrator, also quoted from others, as
being doubtful in 240 positions.

Al-Ukaili used the term Denied sometimes alone and other times
linked to other terms when it denotes its meaning.

The study proved that Al-Ukaili used the term Denied to refer to
the Hadith of a uni-lateral narrator whether that narrator is reliable or not.

The study also proved that Al-Ukaili used the term Denied to
denote that Hadith that has no source and could be related to prophet
Muhammad (May blessing and peace be upon him) and it has no origin,
or it is a faked Hadith.

The study indicated in an excellent way the procedure of Al-Ukaili
of being extremely to the point in criticizing men and in weakening some
persons who were reliable for many critics and he mentioned that

numerously in his book without defending them.
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
